4.1.2.1.3 Acute Gastroenteritis (AGE) Log Details
The AGE surveillance log must include a header containing information about the voyage, specifically:
· Vessel Name
· Voyage Number
· Date From
· Date To
· Total No. of Passengers
· Reportable Total No. of Passenger Ill
· Total No. of Crew
· Reportable Total No. of Crew Ill
Total number of passengers and total number of crew must be the totals at the beginning of the voyage (i.e., totals on “date from”)

The AGE surveillance log entry for each passenger or crew member must contain the following information in separate columns: 
• Patient ID
• Date of the first medical visit or report to staff of illness. 
• Time of the first medical visit or report to staff of illness. 
• Case identification number. 
• Person’s last name. 
• Person’s first name. 
• Person’s age. 
• Person’s sex. 
• Designation as passenger or crew member. 
• Cabin number. 
• Crew member position or job on the vessel, if applicable. 
• Cabin number. 
• Pax meal seating information. 
• DATE OF ILLNESS ONSET. 
• TIME OF ILLNESS ONSET. 
• Illness symptoms, including the presence or absence of the following selected signs and symptoms, with a separate column for each of the following: 
o Number of episodes of diarrhea in a 24-hour period. 
o Bloody stools (yes/no). 
o Number of episodes of vomiting in a 24-hour period. 
o Bloody stools. 
o Fever (yes/no). 
o Recorded temperature. 
o Abdominal cramps (yes/no). 
o Headaches (yes/no).  
o Myalgia (yes/no).
• Entry (yes/no) for whether a specimens was requested. 
• Entry (yes/no) for whether a specimens was received.
• Entry (yes/no) for antidiarrheal medications sold or dispensed by designated medical staff. 

• Entry (yes/no) for whether this was a reportable case. 
• Entry (yes/no) for antidiarrheal medications sold or dispensed by designated medical staff. 
• Presence of underlying medical conditions that may affect interpretation of AGE; for example, diabetic diarrhea, inflammatory bowel disease, gastrectomy, antibiotic-induced diarrhea, vomiting from chemotherapy, ear infections in children or others; if none, write “none”, “not applicable”, “N/A”, or similar wording.  

The AGE surveillance log must contain the above information in this exact order and entered in the template in Annex 13.2.2. The log data must be exported in the exact order as in the example template in Annex 13.2.2 with analyzable formats such as Excel or Access. Any additional data fields must be entered only outside of the form margins when exported to VSP.


Public Health Significance:
Accurate voyage and case information, including demographics and symptom profile, are vital to assess the AGE illnesses onboard and begin to conduct epidemiologic investigation. The narrative in section 4.1.2.1.3 did not match the example template in Annex 13.2.2, which the industry has used to create their AGE logs. This change will bring section 4.1.2.1.3 in line with Annex 13.2.2.

This change also clarifies the total number of passenger and crew members that should be noted in the header portion of the AGE log. 
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
