13.4.1.5 Investigation 
Outbreaks of AGE aboard cruise ships are relatively infrequent occurrences. If the proportion of illness in either passenger or crew populations crests VSP’s 3% outbreak threshold or for subsequent voyages that crest the 2% or 3% thresholds, an onboard investigation may occur. Since implementation of the cooperative program between the cruise industry and VSP, the outbreak rate on vessels each year has steadily declined.
