13.4.5.3.3 Other Specimens for Viral Diagnosis 
Water, Food, and Environmental Samples 
Viruses causing gastroenteritis are cannot routinely be detected in water or food,  or environmental samples. but may be detectable on surfaces with environmental swabbing. Swabbing may be completed under the guidance of VSP staff or the National Calicivirus Laboratory at CDC. Viruses have been successfully detected in vomitus specimens. These should be collected and sent using same methodology as for stool specimens.


Public Health Significance:
Environmental swabbing for norovirus detection is an emerging field. This section is updated to include new laboratory and scientific techniques.
