Change you would like VSP to Consider and Recommended Solution: 

In Section 4.4.1.1.1 the wording of the isolation protocols for food handlers states that we should 
“Isolate in cabin or designated restricted area until symptom-free for a minimum of 48 hours”.  The wording should specify that the food handler should be isolated for a minimum of 48-hours following symptom resolution. 

The same is true for non food handlers: isolated for a minimum of 24-hours following symptom resolution. 




Public Health Significance:

The current wording is open to interpretation. It may be understood that as long as a person is no longer sick and has been isolated for 48-hours in total (not specifically following symptom resolution) it is OK for that person to be released.
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
