· Provisions for potable water transferring between tanks and through the chlorinator.


Public Health Significance:
Potable water in storage tanks may remain stagnant for many days. In addition the level of chlorine may drop significantly. In order to raise the free chlorine residual in the tanks it is required that water from a tank can be directed though the chlorinator and again back to the tank. This way the chlorine levels of the tank’s water can be maintained at the recommended levels and the stagnation will be reduced.

Supporting information: 
According to the WHO (Guidelines for drinking-water quality - 4th ed.), reducing the time that water is in the system by avoiding stagnation in storage tanks can contribute to maintaining drinking-water quality.
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
