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All information above the line is for VSP use only.

More guidance will be provided and presented to the revision group: industry + VSP.
VSP agrees that the storage area must be a dry store standard. The preference is that these storage rooms are near to the chlorine generating room to avoid issues with transport from storage to use. Shipyard suggests to have a large storage area in provisions and then a smaller supply in a small storage area nearer to the generation room. It was suggested that a week’s supply be stored in the small storage area. VSP agrees. Locations of rooms will be evaluated during the plan review. 

VSP agrees that only potable water is allowed to be used for generation of chlorine.

CLIA is not ready to accept this yet. Still not ready to move forward until know full scope of the requirements and how they apply.  Asked to see email and email was presented during meeting. 

Although VSP accepts the submission, VSP requests that the yard provide additional information, such as tank protection and food-grade salt. VSP will provide other amendments as well.
