22.13.1 Location of Seawater Inlets
Locate the SANITARY SEAWATER intakes (sea chests):
Forward of all overboard waste discharge outlets such as emergency and routine discharge lines from waste water treatment facilities, the bilge, RECREATIONAL WATER FACILITIES, and ballast tanks. OR

On the opposite side of the vessel from these discharges.

Public Health Significance:

The use of a dirty and clean side has been allowed in plan reviews and should be stated in the manual.  
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
