Change you would like VSP to Consider and Recommended Solution: 

Move the 2 sections listed below to be after 22.14.2.8 because they apply to the distant point monitoring and not the halogenation.  

22.14.2.4 Probe/Sample Location
Locate HALOGEN analyzer probe and/or sample cock at a distant point in each distribution system loop where significant water flow exists.

22.14.2.5 Alarm
Provide an audible alarm in a continually occupied watch station (e.g., the engine control room or bridge) to indicate low or high free HALOGEN readings at each distant point analyzer.

For the deletion in 22.14.2.4 – a sample cock is not an alternative – the analyzer must be installed at the distant point with the chart recorder (22.14.2.8).  Section 22.14.2.4 could be combined with 22.14.2.8.
