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All information above the line is for VSP use only.

Addressed emergency ballast in CRF 030. VSP will not accept untreated gray and black water discharges forward of the sea chest.

No so far but will get back to this on the issue of SRtP. 

Add a note that: grey and black water cannot be transferred to the bilge or ballast tanks and then discharged overboard forward of a sanitary seawater intake as emergency discharge, even if the alarm and shut off are in place.

This does not include the following:

· Alarmed emergency discharges of untreated grey water, untreated black water and ballast water in case of Safe Return to Port situation as specified in SOLAS II-2 Regulation 21 with an automatic shutoff system for SANITARY SEA WATER INTAKE.

Public Health Significance:

It is very difficult to fulfill the present VSP requirement and the new SOLAS requirement at the same time. The SOLAS eventually requires an emergency discharge capability in the foremost fire zone which is in forward of sanitary sea water intake.
