22.9.3 Fixtures That Require Potable Water
Supply only POTABLE WATER to the following areas and plumbing connections, regardless of the locations of these fixtures on the vessel:
• All showers and sinks (not just in cabins).
• Chemical feed tanks for the POTABLE WATER system or RECREATIONAL
• Drinking fountains.
• Emergency showers.
• Eye wash stations.
• FOOD AREAS.
• Handwash sinks.
• HVAC fan rooms.
• Medical facilities.
• Deck and window cleaning facilities.





















Public Health Significance:
The installation of such devices would reduce any potential risk of Legionella growth in these systems which supply aerosolized water for cleaning decks and windows etc.
