Maintain a pH value of 7.8 or less. 
• Disinfection concentration and contact time must be documented.
• Verify that the chlorine level is < 5.0 mg/L (ppm) before placing the tank back into service and document the measured level. 

Method for Cleaning and Disinfecting Empty Tanks :
• Remove (strip) all water from the tank
• Clean all tank surfaces, including filling lines, overflow lines, etc. with an appropriate detergent
• Thoroughly rinse the surfaces of the tank with potable water
• Remove (strip) the rinse water from the tank
• Wet all surfaces of the tank with a minimum of 50 mg/L (ppm) solution of chlorine and ensure the tank surfaces remain wet with the chlorine solution for at least 2 hours, or the equivalent CT value.
• Ensure that the tank surfaces remain wet with the chlorine solution at least 2 hours
• Disinfection concentration and contact time must be checked, monitored and documented.
• Refill the tank with potable water
