Repairs on malfunctioning HALOGEN analyzer-chart recorders must be completed within 10 days of EQUIPMENT failure. If this is not possible then the reasons for any delay beyond 10 days must be documented and records retained for at least 6 months.  Manual testing with an accurate device must be performed frequently whilst the analyzer is out of action. 









Public Health Significance:
Depending upon the fault and ship location there may be difficulties in obtaining spares from the manufacturer or distributor and airfreighting it/them including obtaining customs clearance.  There may be a need for expert contractors to be flown to fit/repair which may not be possible in 10 days (e.g. due to visa applications, air travel, suitable airports or availability of personnel who may be committed elsewhere etc.).  Six month retention of records is based on the maximum incubation period of waterborne pathogens
