Public Health Significance:
The purpose of halogenation is to render water safe from water borne pathogens and the longest incubation period of such pathogens is less than 6 months.  Therefore its is recommended that records should only have to be maintained for this shorter period of time.

Most illness have an incubation period of under 4 weeks.  The longest in the list is Hepatitis B which is not associated with drinking contaminated water unless in areas of high prevalence.  It is more a bloodborne or sexually transmitted.  The incubation period is put at 90 days average, maximum 150 days or 5 months.  Chemical and heavy metal contamination is of secondary importance in water treatment (see WHO references above).  Section 2.2 of VSP Operations Manual 2011 states that operations outside the USA have the potential to impact a US port.  VSP's remit is the control of communicable disease in the USA (2.1.1.1 of VSP OPerations' Manual).  Therefore records should only have to be retained for 1 month.  If Hepatitis B is considered of vital importance this may be extended to 5 months
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
