[bookmark: _GoBack]HALOGEN and pH analyzer-chart recorders used in lieu of manual tests and logs must be calibrated at the beginning of bunkering or production, and the calibration must be recorded on the chart. The free residual HALOGEN and pH measured by the HALOGEN/pH analyzer must be accurate to within 0.2 MG/L (ppm) of the free residual HALOGEN and 0.2 of the pH as measured by the manual test.
