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Change you would like VSP to Consider and Recommended Solution: 
· There should be easy access under the hot tubs / spas for regular inspection of the area.

Public Health Significance:
Inspection and cleaning of the hot tub should include not only the basin but also the inside of the pipework. This way biofilm formation can be monitored and removed more efficiently. Inaccessible piping and equipment in RWF has been identified as a contributing factor to outbreaks in RWF.

Supporting information: 
According to WHO the extensive surface area of the pipes and their design make them difficult to drain and clean and thus the biofilm may develop. This is true for both pipes supplying air and water to the system. Thus, it is important that there is access to this pipes (usually directly beneath the hot tub/ spa) in order to be clean regularly.
