Change you would like VSP to Consider and Recommended Solution: 
· Spa timers could be installed in addition to signs (to stop periodically the operation of the recirculation system producing the bubbles and encouraging users to leave the hot tub).

Public Health Significance:
In addition to the signs that informs the users of the spas not to exceed a duration of 15 minutes, spa timers can be used that shut off the water and air jets every 15 minutes. Rest period is advised to be 5 minutes. This way the user is further discouraged to continue and thus the health effect associated with prolonged exposure to hot water may be further reduced. This also helps maintaining a balance in water chemistry.
