Public Health Significance:
Showers near the recreational water facility may introduce dirty shower water into the pool if there is no drainage system for these waters to run to waste. Shower waters may increase the chemical and microbiological load of the pool and thus it should be avoided. For this reason there should be provisions for the shower water to run to the waste.
