Comments that this is not applicable to cruise ships because water is changed so frequently. Alkalinity, hardness, and saturation index are not directly related to public health. Water source is important – if the potable water supply is balanced then the RWF water will be balanced. And is this necessary for ships that use sea water? Calcium content is minimal in produced water. VSP will provide feedback to proposer and group will revisit at June meeting for final discussion and decision.

	6.2.3.1  Total Alkalinity.
In order to maintain a balanced Calcium Saturation Index (CSI), RWF water must be    tested weekly, or immediately after system refill, for Total Alkalinity and a reading of 80ppm - 120ppm must be maintained throughout operation.
	6.2.3.2  Calcium Hardness.
To establish an effective Calcium Saturation Index (CSI), tests for Calcium Hardness should be performed on a monthly basis, or immediately after system refill, and readings of 250ppm-400ppm should be maintained.
	6.2.3.3. Saturation Index.
Tests should be performed on a monthly basis, or immediately after system refill, of the Calcium Saturation Index (CSI), as referred to as the Langlier Index, to determine balance between Acid and Base of the water. Levels should be within -0.3 to +0.3.

Current Operations Manual focuses on the maintenance of Free and Total Chlorine and pH levels. The efficacy of the required halogen is affected dramatically if other readings are not within prescribed levels. All compliant test kits within the industry have capability of performing above tests.
