Current Wording:  “Provide a filling system that allows for the filling of each RWF with SANITARY SEAWATER or POTABLE WATER. For compensation or make-up tank supplied with POTABLE water, an overflow line located below the fill line and at least twice the diameter of the fill line is an acceptable method of BACKFLOW protection provided that the overflow line discharges to the wastewater system through an indirect connection”.

Add the Following:  “If make-up water is introduced into the RWF directly, the water should be at the same level of halogenation and pH as the RWF before entering the RWF”.

Public Health Significance:

This is required to ensure that the required levels of halogenation are maintained during normal operation.

Supporting information: 

This was covered in the USPH clarifications for the 2011 edition/s, but only referred to the Construction Manual section (29.12). Needs to be consistent in both manuals. Means a new sub-section in the Operations Manual.
