Requirements for drains and suction fittings in an RWF

Add new sub-section:  28.1.7a (Construction) – 6.7.1.2.2a (Operations) Drain Definitions, to define actual functions of the fittings:  GRAVITY DRAIN: Drain that allows water from the RWF to gravity drain to the system collector tank for treatment and recirculating. SUCTION DRAIN: Drain cover and sump fitting that is directly attached to the feed line to the system pump for treatment and recirculating. SYSTEM DRAIN: Drain fitting that is used specifically to drain the RWF for rapid dumping, refilling, or maintenance. Note: the GRAVITY DRAIN cover and fitting can be a combination to drain to the system collector tank, or for rapid dumping, maintenance, etc. Must have the appropriate valving to prevent cross-contamination.

Public Health Significance:

There is much confusion regarding the nomenclature of “Drains”. This definition should address any concerns. To be included in the Construction and Operations Manual.
