Current Wording (Paragraph Two):  If skimmers are used instead of gutters, install a least one skimmer every 37 square meters (400 square feet) of pool surface area.

Add additional sentence: Or for every 25 gallons per minute (95 liters per minute) circulated, whichever is greater


Public Health Significance:

This takes into account the smaller surface area pools, such as wading pools and activity pools that have higher turnover because of code and potential contamination.

This submission is provided to clarify the terminology in the Construction Guidelines and to comply with the Model Aquatic Health Code where there is a maximum flow for each skimmer.  In some smaller installations, skimmers are used and these go directly back to the filter system, not through a collector tank.
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
