Change you would like VSP to Consider and Recommended Solution: 

New wording:  When designing any type of RWF, the velocity in the pump suction line should not exceed 6ft/sec and should not exceed 8ft/sec on any circulation lines. There are no flow restrictions on lines used for dumping contents of RWFs.

Public Health Significance:

This is to ensure that the flow of water through any line from the RWF, collector tank, or to the RWF does not exceed industry standards and the flow is as stable as possible through the system
