Change you would like VSP to Consider and Recommended Solution: 
CLIA proposes to remove the requirement for toilet facilities to be on the same deck as the RWF.  We propose to replace the section 26.3 text with the following:
26.3 Toilet Facilities 
Locate toilet facilities within one fire zone (approximately 48 meters [157 feet]) of each RWF and on the same deck or adjacent decks if there is no obstruction between RWF area and entrances to the toilets. If toilets are not located on the same deck they should be easily visible and accessible from the RWF area. Install a minimum of two separate toilet rooms (either two unisex or one male and one female). Each toilet facility must include a toilet and a handwashing facility. The location, total number of toilets and toilet facilities required will be assessed during the plan review. Urinals may be installed in addition to the required toilet, but may not replace the toilet.














Section 4.10.2 of the Model Aquatic Health Code sets distance requirements for toilet facilities, stating that these shall be at walking distances no greater than 300 feet (200 feet for aquatic venues catering to children less than 5 years of age) from the nearest entry/exit of the aquatic venue itself.  According to the MAHC, and aquatic venue is defined as “an artificially constructed structure or modified natural structure where the general public is exposed to water intended for recreational or therapeutic purpose. Such structures do not necessarily contain standing water, so water exposure may occur via contact, ingestion, or aerosolization. Examples include swimming pools, wave pools, lazy rivers, surf pools, spas (including spa pools and hot tubs), therapy pools, waterslide landing pools, spray pads, and other interactive water venues.”  For the purposes of the MAHC, a slide is considered an “aquatic feature” which is defined as an “individual component within an aquatic venue.”
With the above in mind, it is notable that the MAHC does not require toilets to be on multiple levels of an aquatic venue (even with an aquatic feature like a slide), only that toilet facilities are within a set walking distance of 300/200 feet of the entrance. This is consistent with the above revised proposal for RWFs, which maintains an even more restrictive distance requirement for toilet facilities than the MAHC.
