CLIA accepts list of pool types in definition of Activity Pool, except to include Lazy River.

VSP to specify that any decorative feature not intended for play will not be included in RWF recirculation system.  Decorative features to be separate from RWF recirculation (potable water with its own distribution loop).

Discussion to keep most of the Activity Pool definition from the MAHC, but to delete “pad walks, flotation devices, and similar attractions.”  Add: Included but are not limited to the following: wave pools, catch pools, water slides, INTERACTIVE RECREATIONAL WATER FACILITIES, lazy rivers, action rivers, vortex pools, and continuous surface pools.  Add “and similar attractions.”
Request from VSP for owners to assess facilities onboard vessels to include in the above list.
CLIA requests to remove Interactive RWF from Activity Pool list.  VSP agrees.
VSP proposal to have separate definitions for each type of Activity Pool, where available.
MAHC or industry should propose definitions.
Turnover rates for each type of examples?
Do the facility names really classify what we’re trying to protect against?
Discussion that Activity Pools would not need UV, but if there are interactive features such as sprays designed into the system or if the facility is combined with an interactive facility, then the requirement for UV would apply.
