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Change you would like VSP to Consider and Recommended Solution: 
Consider amending and adding the following definitions to the Construction Guidelines and the Operations Manual in order to improve clarity for all parties involved:

Recreational water facilities (RWF) – A water facility that has been modified, improved, constructed, or installed for the purpose of public swimming or recreational bathing.  RWF, include, but are not limited to,
· Activity Pools. 
· Baby-Only Water Facilities.
· Children’s Pools.
· Diving Pools. 
· Hot Tubs. 
· Hydrotherapy Pools.
· INTERACTIVE RECREATIONAL WATER FACILITIES including Interactive Water Play Pools and Interactive Play RWFs
· INTERACTIVE RECREATIONAL WATER FACILITIES 
· Interactive Water Play Pool. 
· Zero Depth Interactive Play RWF. 
· Slides.
· Spa Pools.
· Swimming Pools.
· Surf Pool 
· Therapeutic Pools. 
· Wading Pools.
· Whirlpools Whirlpool Spa.
Activity Pool – means a water attraction designed primarily for play activity that uses constructed features.  The features include but are not limited to: wave pools and lazy rivers. 






























Baby-only water facility - RECREATIONAL WATER FACILITY designed for use by children in diapers or who are not completely toilet trained. This facility must have zero water depth. Control measures for this facility would be detailed in a VARIANCE.  
Interactive Recreational Water Facility - Indoor or outdoor facilities that are designed primarily for play activity by providing a feature or variety of features including, but not limited to, flowing, misting, sprinkling, jetting, and waterfalls.  These facilities may be zero depth.  Facilities considered to be interactive recreational water facilities include, but are not limited to:
· Interactive Play Recreational Water Facilities (e.g. Surf Pool)
· Interactive Water Play Pools (e.g. Wave Pools and Lazy Rivers)
Facilities not considered to be interactive recreational water facilities are:
· swimming pools
· children’s pools
· hydrotherapy pools
· therapeutic pools
· whirlpool spas
· spa pools
· wading pools
· baby-only water facilities
Interactive Play RWF – an INTERACTIVE RECREATIONAL WATER FACILITY ACTIVITY POOL </=610 millimeters [24 inches] depth  that includes sprayed, jetted, sprinkled or misted features that contact bathers.  These attractions are also known as splash pads, spray pads, and wet decks.  Baby-only water facilities are excluded from this classification. 
Interactive Water Play Pool- an INTERACTIVE RECREATIONAL WATER FACILITY ACTIVITY POOL  with >610 millimeters [24 inches] depth that includes sprayed, jetted or other water sources contacting bathers.  Example: a swimming pool with a fountain or waterfall that can interact with the bather.  Spa Pools and Whirlpool Spas are excluded from this classification.
Hydrotherapy Pool - a WHIRLPOOL SPA or spa pool used for aquatic therapy, physical therapy, and/or rehabilitation purposes. 
Therapeutic (Therapy) Pool – a SWIMMING POOL used for aquatic therapy, physical therapy, and/or rehabilitation purposes.  
Surf Pool – an INTERACTIVE PLAY RWF designed to generate waves dedicated to the activity of surfing on a surfboard or analogous surfing device commonly used in the ocean and intended for sport. 
Hot Water (RWF) – means any RECREATIONAL WATER FACILITY with a water temperature over 32°C (90°F). [pending VSP change submission for existing clarification on 6.3.2.1.2].
Wave Pool – means an INTERACTIVE RECREATIONAL WATER FACILITY SWIMMING POOL designed to simulate breaking or cyclic waves for purposes of general play. A wave pool is not the same as a surf pool, which generates waves dedicated to the activity of surfing on a surfboard or analogous surfing device commonly used in the ocean and intended for sport as opposed to general play intent for wave pools. Wave pools have captured water and are further categorized as Interactive Water Play Pools.





















































Lazy River – means an INTERACTIVE RECREATIONAL WATER FACILITY ACTIVITY POOL with a channeled flow of water of near−constant depth in which the water is moved by pumps or other means of propulsion to provide a river−like flow that transports bathers over a defined path. A lazy river may include play features and devices. A lazy river may also be referred to as a tubing pool, leisure river, leisure pool or a current channel. Lazy Rivers have captured water and are further categorized as Interactive Water Play Pools.
Whirlpool Spa – A freshwater or SEAWATER pool designed to operate at a minimum temperature of 32°C (90°F) and maximum of 40°C (104°F) and equipped with either water or air jets
Spa Pool – A POTABLE WATER or saltwater-supplied pool with temperatures and turbulence comparable to a WHIRLPOOL SPA.
General characteristics are
· Water temperature of 3032°C-40°C or 8690°F-104°F
· Bubbling, jetted, or sprayed water effects that physically break at or above the water surface,
· Depth of more than 1 meter (3 feet), and 
· Tub volume of more than 6 tons of water
Secondary Disinfection - is a disinfection method that is used in addition to the primary residual halogenation disinfection of a recreational water facility.  These may include UV, Ozone, etc.  



























Public Health Significance:
The industry has encountered a number of situations in which the inspectors are misinterpreting types of RWFs and activity pools.  The industry is of the view that, in order to address this issue, a number of definitions can be improved upon or added to the Guidelines and the Manual in order to improve clarity for all parties involved.
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
