A POTABLE WATER or saltwater-supplied pool with temperatures and turbulence comparable to a WHIRLPOOL SPA.

Spa Pools must meet all of the following requirements
• Water temperature of 30°C-40°C or 86°F-104°F,
• Bubbling, jetted, or sprayed water effects that physically break at or above the water surface,
• Depth of more than 1 meter (3 feet), and
• Tub volume of more than 6 tons of water
