To amend the current definition and turnover rate table as below: 
Turnover: The circulation, through the recirculation system, of a quantity of water equal to the pool volume. For BABY-ONLY WATER FACILITIES, the entire volume of water must pass through all parts of the system to include filtration, secondary ultraviolet (UV) DISINFECTION, and halogenation once every 30 minutes.

Recirculating RWFs - Turnover Rates  
6.2.1.1 Fill Level and Turnover Rates (10)

For RWF with skim gutters, the fill level of the RWF must be to the skim gutter level.

TURNOVER rates: Recirculation systems and EQUIPMENT, including chemical control EQUIPMENT, SECONDARY UV DISINFECTION systems, filters, and pumps, must be designed to maintain ADEQUATE water chemistry control while operating at the following TURNOVER rates:

Public Health Significance:
To help clarify the turnover definition and align with other proposals. It is recommended that the description for a Baby-Only facility is removed and changes made to the turnover rate table in line with recommended revised and new definitions covered in other submissions. Also to remove “UV” from secondary disinfection in order to allow other types to be installed where appropriate. This would also need amending in the VSP Construction Manual 30.3.1 to allow other types of secondary disinfection (e.g. ozone) if this change is agreed.  
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
