The sample must be taken from the body of the RWF, not from the pump room. 







Public Health Significance:
Change "must be closed until free Halogen and pH are within acceptable limits" to suggested wording. This is to allow the pool water to adjust without always having to close the RWF until the levels are stabilized. Given the normal turnover rates of RWFs there is believed to be minimal additional health risk created within this time period.
