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VSP wants more info on submission.

Many passengers don’t swim, and cruise line’s solution is to make pools shallower or add bench seating.

Public Health Significance:
There are various opinions on how to measure bather load (PWTAG  & MAHC both give alternatives), and given that there are huge range of RWF’s onboard ships, this rule can produce perverse problems or be counterproductive (examples can be provided if required). Assuming the aim of this is to ensure that there is a good quality of pool water which is 'Microbiologically acceptable', we have turnover rates specified, and prescribed halogen levels why is this additional standard necessary?
