Change you would like VSP to Consider and Recommended Solution: 
Proposed revision of shock halogenation requirement from this section.
Proposed change:
For RWFs that use chlorine as the disinfectant, when the combined chlorine (chloramines) in the water exceeds 0.4 MG/L (ppm), action must include:
1.) Superchlorination to reach breakpoint; or
2.) Water exchange until the combined chlorine levels are below 0.4 MG/L (ppm).

RWF that use bromine as the disinfectant are exempt from this requirement.













Public Health Significance:
MAHC has no daily requirements for having to shock a whirlpool spa or spa pools if the combined chlorine within the system is monitored and maintained below 0.4mg/L (ppm).    
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
