Amend from: A free residual of HALOGEN must be maintained between 3.0-10.0 ppm for chlorine and 4.0-10.0 ppm for bromine.                                                                                             
Amend to: A free residual of HALOGEN must be maintained between 1.0-5.0 ppm for chlorine and 2.0-7.0 ppm for bromine or a ORP value of at least 750Mv










Public Health Significance:
A free Cl level of 1ppm or Br level of 2ppm is more than sufficient to control likely additional bather load from babies (with the exception of protozoan cysts such as Cryptosporidium). Exposing children with delicate skin to such high levels of halogenation is not necessary. We should be aiming for break point chlorination with the minimal level of chemicals to maintain water quality.
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
