Review wording to remove max bather load.







Public Health Significance:
Max bather loads (for plant) are calculated per hour and are a 'management tool', which should be used as a starting point to maintaining good quality bathing water. Operational experience, bather behaviors (hygiene practices) and enhanced secondary disinfection systems may all have an effect on bather load adjustment.  Displaying this information misleads pax into thinking that only 'X' number of people should in in the pool at any one time. It is often misleading and provides inaccurate advice
