Perform dye testing in continuous surface pools, irregular shaped pools, and combined RWFs to determine and adjust the performance of the recirculation systems. If the RWF does not reach a uniform color, indicating inadequate mixing, after 20 minutes, adjust or modify the recirculation system to assure adequate mixing. The RWFs requiring dye testing will be evaluated during plan review process.
