Change you would like VSP to Consider and Recommended Solution: 

Water quality data from RWF samples should be compared to data obtained from in-line port samples to assess potential water quality variability in the RWF.

Manual samples from the RWF tub should be compared to the analyzer samples in the pump room to assess potential water quality differences in the RWF.

The following manual sampling procedures are recommended:
used for acquiring a water sample from bulk water of the RWF.

All samples should be obtained from a location with the following qualities: 
1) At least 18 inches (45.7 cm) below the surface of the water, and
2) A water depth of between three to four feet (91.4 cm to 1.2 m) when available, and
3) A location between water inlets.


Public Health Significance:

To ensure water samples are obtained from a proper depth within the recreational water facility, as well as not obtained directly in front of chemical dosing or water inlets.
