Dual-scale halogen analyzer-chart recorder charts used in recreational water facilities must be able to measure the full range of halogen/pH of the facility type to which the chart is installed.
For example:  chlorine/bromine to 10.0 ppm and pH 0-14 for whirlpool spas.



Public Health Significance:

To ensure halogen and pH values are properly measured and documented on the halogen analyzer-chart recorder charts.
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
