-VSP provided own definition, which does not include Activity Pool.  Concern with decorative features and water contacting bathers.
-VSP – no action, however CLIA is not in line with MAHC and would like different definition due to differing risks (zero depth vs. captured water).
-CLIA: by design, jetted features don’t come into contact with bathers.  VSP: water goes to recirculation system (indirect contact).  If not contacting bathers, may be decorative feature.

VSP’s proposed definition for interactive recreational water facility:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Indoor or outdoor facilities that provide a feature or variety of features including, but not limited to, flowing, misting, sprinkling, jetting, and waterfalls.  These facilities may be zero depth.  Facilities that meet the definition of a whirlpool spa or spa pool are not considered interactive.  Any RWF other than a swimming pool, whirlpool spa, spa pool, wading pool, children’s pool, or baby-only water facility is an interactive RWF.

VSP to delete Activity Pool definition and references in the manuals.
