


Proposal for iRWF:
Indoor or outdoor facilities that provide a feature or variety of features including but not limited to flowing, misting, sprinkling, jetting, and waterfalls.  These facilities may be zero depth.  Facilities that meet the definition of a whirlpool spa or spa pool are not considered interactive.  Any RWF other than a swimming pool, whirlpool spa, spa pool, wading pool, children’s pool, or baby-only water facility is an interactive RWF.

MAHC:
4.7.3.2.1.3 Interlock Controls and No or Low Flow Deactivation
All chemical feeders must be provided with an automatic means to be disabled through an electrical interlock with at least two of the following:
1) Recirculation pump power,
2) Flow meter/flow switch in the return line,
3) [bookmark: _GoBack]Chemical control power and paddle wheel or flow cell on the chemical controller if safety test confirms feed systems are disabled through the controller when the pump is turned off, loses prime, or filters are backwashed
