· Provision of adequate ventilation for indoor RWFs including decorative fountains. 

Public Health Significance:
Currently there is no provision for proper ventilation at indoor Recreational Water Facilities. Some volatile substances (mainly disinfection by-products) may be produced and thus it will be necessary to partially manage this hazard through appropriate ventilation. Moreover, aerosolised water may contain pathogens and swimmers maybe exposed through inhalation. Proper ventilation of indoor water facilities is necessary. 

Supporting information: 
WHO suggests that the air above the indoor facility should be mixed and diluted with fresh air at a rate of at least 10 litres of fresh air/s/m2 of water surface area.
