Change you would like VSP to Consider and Recommended Solution: 

· Disinfection of decorative fountains with disinfectant that provides residual effect. 

Public Health Significance:
Currently the decorative fountains must be disinfected automatically but the method of disinfection can be halogenation as well as UV and other disinfectants. If UV is used for disinfection of a system with recirculation then there will not be residual disinfectant in place. Taking into account that there is no requirement for shock chlorination or shock heating then the control of the biofilm development may be questionable. Decorative fountains in cruise ships have been found colonized by Legionella spp. 

Supporting information: 
According to WHO, and regarding legionella control, UV disinfection is a well proven disinfection technic but it has little effect on the development of the biofilm and should be used only at the point of use as it lacks residual effect. Therefore in order to prevent the growth of Mycobacterium and Legionella either a disinfection method that has residual effect should be applied or a sock disinfection/heating program should be in place.
