Change you would like VSP to Consider and Recommended Solution: 

Current Wording:  “The design of custom/shipyard constructed (field fabricated) drain covers and SUCTION FITTINGS must be fully specified by a registered design professional in accordance with ASME A112.19.8M-2007. The specifications must fully address cover/grate loadings, durability, hair; finger; and limb entrapment issues; cover/grate secondary level of protection; related sump design and features specific to the RWF”.

Add the following: after fully specified, add, “and certified”. After cover/grate loadings, add, “date of manufacture; maximum flows and velocities for floor or wall installations;”

Public Health Significance:

It is not enough for a ‘registered design professional’ to just specify. To meet the code requirements, that design professional must also certify that the drain cover and suction fittings are installed in a compliant system. To simply specify absolves the person instead of ensuring that the drain covers and fittings are correctly utilized.
