Requirements for ‘No Diving’ in an RWF

Add new sub-sections:  28.3.2 (Construction) – 6.7.1.1.4 (Operations) NO DIVING: All RWF’s with water depths 5 feet (1.5m) or shallower shall be provided with “NO DIVING” warning signs along with the international symbol for “NO DIVING”. Signs should be spaced no more than 25 feet (7.6m) apart, or, at least, one set on each side of the pool, whichever is less. Signs and symbols should be at least 4” (10cm) and must be located where they can be viewed easily.

This definition was never in the Construction or Operation Manual and should be included as per CDC Modern Aquatic Health Code
