Change you would like VSP to Consider and Recommended Solution: 

New wording:  In order to maintain a balanced Calcium Saturation Index (CSI), RWF must be tested weekly, or immediately after system refill, for Total Alkalinity and a reading of 80ppm – 140ppm must be maintained throughout operation.

Public Health Significance:

Current Operations manual focuses on the maintenance of Free and Total Chlorine and pH levels. The efficacy of the required HALOGEN is affected dramatically if other readings are not within prescribed levels. All compliant test kits within the industry have capability of performing this test.
