Automated systems must be installed for HALOGEN-based DISINFECTION and pH control dosing. The amounts injected must be controlled by flow meters or free HALOGEN and PH analyzers. If the free halogen and pH analyzers are used to control dosing, automatic shut off features must be installed in case of non-continuous flow.
