A UV disinfection system is to be installed (except where the filtration systems are used as above) and operated in accordance with the manufacturer’s recommendation. The UV disinfection system would nneed to be maintained at an intensity that inactivates Cryptosporidium parvum and Giardia and spares available etc.

Alternatively instead of changing the filter system (as above) a secondary UV disinfection may be installed as per MAHC requirements
