Signs: Standard swimming pool signs can be used, but must include revised wording that makes it clear that infants/children who are not toilet trained and wearing swim diapers/nappies may use this pool






Public Health Significance:
The consumer advisory approach is used elsewhere in the VSP Operations Manual to allow passengers to make informed choices about what is considered an acceptable tolerance to health (e.g. for consumption of undercooked potentially hazardous foods).
