Non toilet trained children must wear swim nappies at all times when using a Baby- Accessible pool.






Public Health Significance:
The majority of fecal releases into RWFs are formed solid stools which still escape via porous swimming suits. Well fitting swim nappies will retain the majority of solid fecal releases. Loose stools from children who have AGE symptoms may be released whether they wear swim suits, swim diapers or are toilet trained or not. This makes little difference in the level of risk potentially created by symptomatic AGE cases using the facility
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
