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Documentation of the Fetal Death Tape File for 1987 Data 

The fetal death data file is maintained by calendar year. The information 
on fetal deaths was abstracted from the Report of Fetal Death forms 
received from the States by the National Center for Health Statistics 
(NCHS) and this file contains a record for each form received. Data from 

New York, excluding New York City, were submitted in machine readable form. 
All other data were coded and keyed by the U.S. Bureau of the Census. 
Special consideration should be given to the following paragraphs 
concerning the tabulation of fetal death records by NCHS. 

Fetal death tabulations published by the National Center for Health 
Statistics/Division of Vital Statistics (NcIiS/tWS) in Vital Statistics of 

the United States, Volume 11, Mortality are by place of residence unless 
otherwise specified in the tables. Fetal deaths to nonresidents of the 
United States (foreign residents) are excluded from these tabulations. 
However, tables by place of occurrence include fetal deaths to nonresidents 
of the United States, and totals differ from residence tables. Foreign 
resident records can be identified by codes 52 through 57 and 59 in tape 
locations 23-24. 

In addition, the majority of fetal death tables published by NCHS/DVS 
i nc 1ude only those fetal deaths with stated or presumed gestation of 20 
weeks or more (see the Technical Appendix) . Those records identified with a 
2 in tape location 10 are included in these tabulations. All other records 
are excluded.

When an event occurs to a foreign resident of the United States,
 
residence data are coded only to the “State” level; several western hemisphere
 
countries or the remainder of the world are uniquely identified.

To aid the user in interpreting the geographic codes, a brief explanation of the
 
codes and of the column headings/abbreviations shown on the following pages are:
 

State (St): Each State and the District of Columbia are numbered alphabetically.
 
In addition, several unique codes are used to identify foreign residents of the

County (Cnty): Counties and county equivalents (independent and coextensive 
cities) are numbered alphabetically within each State. 

SMSA: Standard metropolitan statistical areas are those established by the U.S. 
Office of Management and Budget (OMB) using final 1980Census population counts. 
For New England, the New England County Metropolitan Areas (NECMA) are used. 

M/NM : Metropolitan counties (code 1) are component counties of SMSA’S. 
Nonmetropol itan counties (code 2) are not part of any SMSA. 

City: Cities are numbered alphabetically within each State and identify each 
city with a population of 10,000 or more in 1980. 

P/s: Population size code for city of residence based on the 1980 Census. Refer 
to the code outline given earlier in this document for specific codes and 
meanings. 

Name: Each State, county, and city name is listed along with its respective 
code. In addition, places used to identify foreign residents of the U.S. are 
also listed along with their codes. 

FIPS: For an explanation of FIPS codes, reference should be made to various 
National Bureau of Standards (NBS) publications.

Since counties and cities are numbered within State, the State and county or the 
State and city codes must be used to select these areas. It is most helpful if 
the county is known when looking for a particular city since areas are shown by 
State, county, and city.

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SOURCES OF DATA 

Death and fetal-death statistics 

Mortality scrtistics for 1987 are. as for all previous years 
except 1972, based on information from records of all deaths 
Occurnng in the United .%aces. Fetal-death statistics for every 
year arc based on al] reports of feral death received by 
rhe National Center for Health Scariscics (NCHS). 

The death-registration system and [he fecal-death rcporc­
ing system of the United States encompass the 50 ScaCcs, 
the Dismict of Columbia, New York City (which is indcpcn­
denc of New York ScaCefor the purpose of death rcgismacion), 
PuctTo Rico, the Vkgin Islands, Guam, American Samoa, 
and the Trusc Territory of the Pacific Islands. In the statistical 
tabulations of this publication, United Scares refers only 
co the aggregate of the 50 Scares (including !Uew York City) 
and the District of Columbia. Tabulations for Guam. Puerto 
Rico, and the V@ Islands arc shown separately- in this 
volume. No data have ever been included for Amenan 
Samoa or che Trust Temkory of the Pacific Islands. 

The Virgin Islands was admimcd co the “rcgistracion 
area” for deaths in 1924; Puerto Rko, in 1932; and Guam, 

in 1970. Tabulations of death smistics for Puerto Rico and 
the Virgin Islands arc regularly shown in the annual volumes 
of Viral Scariscics of tie Lrniccd Scares from the year of 
heir admission through 1971 except for the years 1%7 
through 1%9, and c+rbularions for Guam were included for 
1970 and 1971. Death statistics for Puerto Rico, the Virgin 
Islands, and Guam were nor included in the 1972 volume 
but have been included in section 8 of the volumes for 
each of the years 197&78 and in section 9 beginning with 
1979. Information for 1972 for these r.hrce areas was pub­
lished in the respective annual vim] statistics reports of the 
Depmment of Hcalr.h of the commonwealth of Puerto Rico, 
the Dcpartmcnr of Health of the Virgin Islands, and the 
Dcparcmenc of Public Hc-alch and Social Services of the 
Govemmentof Guam. 

Procedures used by NCHS to collecc death statistics 
have changed over rhe years. Before 1971, tabulations of 
deaths and fetal deaths were based solely on information 

obtained by iNCHS ftum copies of the original ccrtificaccs. 
The information from” chesc copies was edited, coded, and 
tabulated. For 196&70, all momalicy information taken from 
these records was transferred by NCHS co magneric cape 
forcomputcr processing. 

Beginning with 1971, an incre~ing number of S~Ces 
have provided NCHS with compucer tapes of data coded 
according to NCHS specifications and provided co NCHS 
through the Vital Suciscics Coopcracive Program. The year 
in which Stare-coded demographic data were first transmitccd 
on compucer cape to NCHS is shown below for each of 

the States, New York City, Puerto Rico, and the Dlstncc 
of Columbia, all of which now furnish demographic or non­
medical dauon rape.

For 1987 and previous years except 1972, NCHS coded 
che medical information from copies of the original cedi­
carcs received from che registration offIccs for all deaths 
occurring in chose Stares rhac were not furnishing NCHS 
with medical data coded according to NCHS specifications. 
For 1981 and 1982, it was necessary m change rhese proce­
dures because of a backlog in coding and prmxssing char 
resirlted from personnel and budgetary restrictions. To pro­
duce che morcalicy files on a timely basis wids reduced re­
sources, NCHS used Scare-coded underlying cause-of-death 
inforrna[ion supplied by 19 Stares for 50 percent of the 
records; for rhc ocher 50 percent of the records for these 
States as well as for lM percent of the records for the 
remaining 21 regiscmrion areas, NCHS coded the medical 
information. 

Morcaliry sratiscics for 1972 were based on information 
obraincd from a So-percent sample of death records instead 
of from all records as in orher years. The sample resulted 
from personnel and budgerary rcsmicrions. Sampling varia­
tion associated with the 50-pcrccnt sample is described below 
in the seccion “Estimates of errors arising from 50-percent 
sample for 1972.” 

Feral-death dara are obtained directly from copies of 
original reports of fecal deaths received by NCHS, except 
New York Sratc (excluding New York Ciry). which submitccd 
Srarc-coded data in 1987. Feral-death dara arc noc published 
by NCHS for rhe Virgin Islands and Guam. 

StandA cer%llcates and reports 

The U.S. Srandard Ccrrificatc of Death and the U.S. 
Srandard Rcporc of Fecal Death, issued by the Public Health 
Service, have served for many years as the principal means 
of am.aining uniformity in the contcnc of documcn~ used 
co collect information on these cvcnrs. They have been 
modified in each Scatc COthe cxtcnc required by the parcicu[ar 
needs of the Srarc or by special provisions of the State 
vital statistics law. However, the ccrrificatcs or rcpoms of 
most Scares conform closely in corucnt and arrangement 
COthe standards. 

The fh issue of the U.S. Standard Ccrcificarc of Death 
appeared in 1900. Since then, ic has been revised periodically 
by the national viral sratisrics agency through consultation 
with Scare health officers and registrars; Federal agencies 
concerned with vital scacistics: narional, Sr.arc, and coun~ 
medical societies; and or-hers working in,-such fields as public 
health, social welfare, demography, and Insurance. This revi­
sion procedure has assured careful evaluation of each item 
in terms of i~ current and future usefulness for legal. medical 
and health, demographic, and research purposes. sew items 
have been added when ncccssaq, and old items have been 
modified to ensure better reporting, or in some cases have 
been dropped when thciruscfulncss appeared to be limited. 

Ncw revisions of rhe U.S. Standard Certificate of Death 
and rhe U.S. Sr.andard Reporr of Fecal Death were recom­
mended for StaCc use beginning January 1, 1978. The U.S. 
Srandard Cercificace of Dcach and the U.S. Srandard Rcporr 
of Fecal Death are shown in figures 7-A and 7-B. The 
certificate of death shown in figure 7-A is for .USC by a 
physician, a medical examiner, or a coroner. Two other 
forms of the U.S. Standard Cerrificacc of Death are available; 
they arc similar to the one shown cxcepc that tic section 
on ccrrification is designed for the physician’s signature on 
one, and for che medical examiner’s or coroner’s signarurc 
on rhe orher. 

Among the changes in rhc new revision were the addi­
tions of (1) an item asking “If Hosp. or Inst., Indicate 
DOA, OP/Emcr. Rm., Inpatient’ and (2) an item asking 
“Was Decedent Ever in U.S. Armed Forces?” The latter 
item was previously on rhe ccrrificate but was delercd fro,m 
1968 rhrough 1977. An item on whether autopsy findings 
were considered for determining cause of dcach was dropped. 

HISTORY 

The first death sraristics published by che Federal Go\-­
cmmcnr concerned even= in 1985 and were based on statis­
tics collected during the decennial census of that year. 1n 
1880 a national “registration area” was created for deaths. 
Originally consisting of two Scatcs (Massachusetts and \-ew 
Jersey), [he Dismic~ of -Columbia, and several large tines 
having efficient systems for death rcgismarions, the dearh­
rcgismmion area concinucd COexpand until 1933. when II 
included chc cncirc United !%mes for rhc first time.

Tabulations for the United Sraccs and specified ge~ 
graphic areas in this volume arc by place of residence unless 
scued as by place of occurrence. Before 1970, resident mor­
calicy statistics for the United States included all deaths 
occurring in the United Skates, with deaths of “nonresidents 
of the United States” assigned to place of death. “Deaths 
of nonresidents of the United States” refers co deaths char 
occur in chc United SUCCSof nonresidcnc aliens, nationals 
residing abroad, and residents of Puerxo Rico, the V@in 
Islands, Guam, and ocher tcrncories of the Uniccd !ktes. 
Beginning with 1970, deaths of nonresidents of the United 
Scaces arc not included in cables by place of residence. 

Tables by place ofoccurrcnce, on the ocher hand, include 
deaths of both residents and nonresidcncs of the United 
ScaCcs. Consequently, for each year beginning with 1970, 

che total number of deaths in the United Scaces bv Dlace. . 
of ocmmcncc was somewhat greater than the coca] by place 
of residence. For 1987 this difference amounted co 3,019 
dcachs. Morralicy scacistics by place of occurrence are shown 
in tables 1-11, 1-19, 1-20, 1-29, 1-30, Al, 3-8, &l, and 
8-7. 

Before 1970, cxccpc for 1964 and 1%5, deaths of nonresi­
derws of the Uniccd SCSCCSOccurnng in chc United Scares 
were creaccd as deaths of residents of the exacc place of 
mcurrencc, which in most instances was an urban area. 
In 19&l and 1%5, deafis of nonresidents of rhe united 
Scaces ctcurring in the Uniccd Scaces were allocated as dea[hs 
of residents of che balance of the councy in which they 
occurred. 

Residence error-Rcsuks of a 1960 study showed that 
the classification of residence information on the death cer­
tificates corresponded closely co the residence classification 
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of the census records for the decedcrms whose records were 
matched (3). 

A comparison of the rcsulcs of this study of deaths with 
those for a previous matched record study of births (4) showed 
char the quality of residence data had considerably improved 
between 1950 and 1960. Both studies found that events 
in urban areas were overstated by the NCHS classification 
in comparison with the Lr.S. Bureau of the Census classiflca­
~ion. The magnimdc of the difference was substantially less 
fordcaths in 1960 than it was for bimhs in 1950. 

The improvcmcm is attributed co an item added in 
1956 to rhc U.S. Standard Certificates of Birch and of Death, 
asking if rcsidcncc was inside or outside city limits. This 
new item aided in properly allocating the residence of persons 
living near cities but ou=idc chc corporate limits. 

GeOgmphic classification 

The rules followed in the classification of geographic 
areas for deaths and fecal deaths arc contained in the cwo 
instruction manuals rcfcmcd co previously (1,2). 

The geographic codes assigned by the National Center 
for Health !3acisrics during data reduction of source infomna­
cion on birch, death. and fetal-death records arc given in 
another instruction manual (5). Beginning with 1982 data, 
the geographic codes were modified to reflect rcsulcs of 
the 1980 census. For 1970-81, codes are based on results 
of the 1970 census. 

Scandmd mecmpolinn scatisokai areas-The standard 
mccropolican statistical areas (SLMSA’S)used in this volume 
arc those csmblished by the U.S. OffIcc of Management 
and Budget (6) from final 1980 census population counts 
and used by the U.S. Bureau of [he Census, exccpc in 
the New England States. 

Except in the New England SUces, an SMSA is a councy 
or a group of corrciguouscounties containing a city of 50,003 
inhabitants or more or an urbaniztd H of 50,MKI widi 
a COCSImetropolitan population of ac least 100,000. In addirion 
m the county or councics containing such a city or urbanized 
area, contiguous counties are included in an SMSA if, accord­
ing co specified criteria, they are essentially mecnplican 
in character and arc socially and economically integrated 
with the central cicy or urbanized area (7). 

In chc New England Scams the U.S. OffIcc of Mamgc­
mcnt and Budget uses towns and cities mchcr than counties 
as geographic components of SMSA’S. The National Center 
for Hcalch Scaciscics carrnoc, however, usc che SMSA ckissifr­
cacion for these Sczces because its data ace nor coded co 
iderrcify all towns. Insccad, NCHS uses Ncw England 
County Mcmqrolicm Areas (NECMA’S). Made up of county 
units, these areas arc established by the U.S. Office of 
\Ianagcmenc and Budgcc (7,8). 

.Veccvpolican and nonmecrvpolican councies-lndepen­
dcnc cicics and councics included in SMSAS or in NECM.4’S 
arc included in data for mccropolican councics; all other 
counties are classified as nonmecropolican. 

Popu/scion-sizegtuups-Vkd scatiscics data forcicics and 
certain ocher urban places in 1987 are classified according 

to chc population enumcraccd in the 1980 Census of Popula. 
tion. Data arc available for individual cities and ocher urban 
places of 10,000 or more population. Data for che remaining 
areas noc separately idcncificd arc shown in rhe cables under 
the heading “balance of area- or “balance of county.” For 
the years 1970-81, classification of areas was determined 
by che population enumcraced in che 1970 Census of Popula­
tion. Beginning with 1982 data, as a result of changes in 
the enumerated population between 1970 and 1980, some 
urban places identified in previous reports arc no longer 
included, and a number of ocher urban places have been 
added. 

Urban places ocher than incorporated cities for which 
vital statistics data arc shown in this volume include the 

following: 

� Each town in New England, Xcw York, and \Viscon­
sin and each township in \lichigan, New Jersey, 
and Pennsylvania chac had no incorporated mu nici­
palicy as a subdivision and had either 25.000 inhabi. 
cants or more, or a population of 10,000 co 25.000 
and a dcnsicy of 1,000 persons or more per square 
mile. 

� Each councy in Staccs other than those indicaccd 
above chat had no incorporarcd municipali~ within 
its bounda~ and had a density of 1,000 persons 
or more per square mile. (.+dingcon Coun~. Vir­
ginia, is the only county classified as urban under 
rhis rule.) 

� Each place in Hawaii with 10,000 or more popula­
tion, as chcrc arc no incorporaccd cicics in chc Scace. 

Before 19W, places were classified as “urban.. or “rural.’. 
The Tcchnial Appendixes for earlier years discuss che previ­
ous classifiacion sysccm. 

Stateor Counm of birth 

Mortality scaciscics by SUCe or counc~ of birch (ca­
ble 1-33) became available beginning with 1979. Sr.arc or 
councry of birth of a dcccdcnc is zssigncd co 1 of the 50 
States or the Discricc of Columbia: or co PUCKO Rico, the 
Virgin Islands, or Guam-if specified on [he death cercificare 
The place of birch is also tabulated for Canada, Cuba. 
Mexico, and for the Remainder of the World. Deaths for 
which information on Stacc or councry of birch was unknou n. 
not scaccd, or noc classifiable accounccd for a small pmpomon 
of all deaths in 1987, abouc O.6 pcrccnc. 

Early morralicy rcpoms published by the L.S. Bureau 
of rhc Census contained cables showing nacivicy of parents 
as well as nacivicy of decedent. Publication of chcse t~bles 
was discontinued in 1933. Mortality data showine nant In 

of decedent were again published in annual rcporu-for 1~39­
41 and for 1950. 

Age 

The age recorded on the death record is che Jge Jr 
Iasc birthday. With respect co che computation ofdca[h r~te>. 
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the age classification used by the U.S. Bureau of the Census 
is also based on che age of rhe person in completed years. 

For computation of age-specific and age-adjusted dearh 
races, deaths with age noc stated are excluded. For life 
uble compucmion, deaths with age noc seated are dismibured 
proportionately. 

Race 

For vital scatiscics in chc United Scaces in 1987, dearhs 
are classified by race-white, Black, American Indian, 
Chinese, Hawaiian, Japanese, Filipino, Ocher Asian or 
Pacific Islander, and Ocher. Moccaiiry data for Filipino and 
Ocher Asian or Pacific Islander were shown for the first 
time in 1979. 

The white cacegory includes, in addition co persons re­
porred as white, chose reported as Mexican, Puerto Rican, 
Cuban, and all ocher Caucasians. The A’nerican Indian cate­
gory includes American, Alas@n, Canadian, Eskimo, and 
Aleuc. If the racial entry on the death certificate indicaces 
a mixture of Hawaiian and any other race, the entry is 
coded co Hawaiian. If che race is given zs a mixture of 
white and any other race, the entry is coded ro [he ap­
propriate other race. If a mixrure of races ocher than white 
is given (excepc Hawaiian), the entry is coded co rhe firw 
race Iisced. This procedure for coding che first race Iisced 
has been in usc since 1%9. Before 1%9, if the cncry for 
race was a mixture of black and any other race except 

Hawaiian, the entry was coded co black. 
Most of che cables in this volume, however, do not 

show dau for this derailed classification by race. In about 
half of all the ubles the divisions are white, all ocher (inchrd­
ing black),’ and black separaccly. In ocher cables by race, 
where the main purpose is co isolate the major groups, the 
classifications arc simply white and all ocher. 

Race nor scrre&For 1987 the number of death records 
for which race was unknown, noc scaced, or noc classifiable 
was 5,650, or 0.3 percenc of the total deaths. Death records 
with race cncq not succd arc assigned co a racial dcsignacion 

as follows: If chc preceding record is coded white, che code 
assignmcnc is made co white; if the code is ocher than white, 
the assignment is made co black. Before 19W all records 
with race noc scaccd were assigned co white cxccpc records 
of residents of Ncw Jersey for 1%244. 

fVew]ersey, f %2+Ncw Jersey omirrcd the race item 
from its ccrcificaces of live birch, death, and fecal death 
in usc in the beginning of 1%2. The iccm was rescorcd 
during chc lamer part of 1%2. However, the ccrcificacc revi­
sion without chc race iccm was used for most of 1%2 as 
well as 1963. Therefore figures by race from 1%2 and 1%3 
exclude New Jersey. For 1964, 6.8 percenc of the dcach 
records in usc for residents of New Jersey did noc contain 
the race iccm. 

Adjuscmencs made in vital scaciscics co cake into accounc 
the omission of the race iccm in New Jersey for part of 
the cercificaces filed during 1962 through 1964 are described 
in che Technical Appendix of Viral S.cmkics of the Lrnired 
Scares for each of those dau years. 

Hispanic origin 

Mortality scaciscics for the Hispanic-origin population 
were published in 1984 for che first time. They arc based 
on information for those Sraces and the Discncc of Columbia 
chac included iccms on che death cerciticate co identi & His. 
panic or cchnic origin of deccdencs. Data were obcaincd 
from the Discricc of Columbia and the following Z? SLZCcs: 
Arizona, Arkansas, California, Colorado, Georgia, Haw-aii, 
Illniois, Indiana, Kansas, Ylainc, Mississippi, Nebraska, 
Nevada, New Jersey, New Mexico, Nrew York (including 
New York City), North Dakota, Ohio, Tennessee, Texas. 

I_!cah, and Wyoming. Generally, chc rcponing Scaccs used 
iccms similar COone of CWObasic formats recommended 
by NCHS. The first format is open-ended to ob~in chc 
specific origin or dcscenc of che decedent (for example. 
Italian, Mexican, Puerto Rican, English, and Cuban). The 
second format is dirccccd specifically coward the Hispanic 
population and asks whether chc dccedcnc is of Spanish 
origin. If SO, Chc specific origin-for example, \[exican. 
Puerto Rican, or Cuban—is co be indicated. 

For 1987, momdicy data in cables 1-34 and ?–19 arc 
based on deaths co residents of all 22 rcporcing Sraccs and 
the Discricc of Columbia. In cables 1-35, 1+1, 1+2. 2-19, 
2-20, 2-21, and 2-22 momalicy data for the Hispanic~rigin 
population are based on dcachs COresidents of 18 reporting 
Scaces and the Discricc of Columbia whose data were at 
lease 90 pcrccnt complete on a place-of-occurrence basis 
and considered co be sufficicncly comparable co be used 
for analysis. The 18 Scaccs arc as follows: Arizona, Arkansas, 
California, Colorado, Georgia, Hawaii, Illinois, Indiana, Kan­
sas, Mississippi, Nebraska, New Jersey, Ncw York (including 
New York Ciry), North Dakota, Ohio, Texas, L.lcah. and 
Wyoming. Excluded from chcsc cables arc data for New 
Mexico because chc format for the Hispanic iccm on chc 
Ncw Mexico dcach certificate departs sufficicncly from chat 
of other areas co result in noncomparablc data. In addition, 
in cables 1-34 and 2-18 for New Mexico, no dcachs arc 
shown for the cace~ory %oc scaccd” origin. Because of the 
way in which the item on the dcach ccrcificatc for >“CW 
Mexico is worded, ic was noc possible co decerminc whether 
a blank entry rcprcsenced a response of “non-Hispanic ori­
gin” or of “unknown origin.” Accordingly, blank cn[rics 
were coded co “non-Hispanic.” Dara for chrcc other State+ 
Maine, Nevada, and Tennessee—arc excluded from tables 
1-35, 141, 1-42, 2-19, 2-20, 2-21, and 2-22 because of 
the large propornon of dcachs (in excess of 10 percent) 
occurring in fiesc ScaCcs for which Hispanic origin was nor 
scared or was unknown. 

In 1980, chc 18 reporting Scaccs and chc District of 
Columbia accounccd for about 80 pcrccnc of chc Hispan]c 
population in chc United States, including about 89 percent 
of the Mexican population, 78 perccnc of chc Puerto Rican 
population, 34 percenc of che Cuban population. and EJF 
perccnc of che “Ocher Hispanic” population (9). Accordingly, 
caucion should be exercised in generalizing morcrdiry parrerns 
from che reporting area to the Hispanicaigin population 
(especially Cubans) of the cncire United Scares. Forqualific~­
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rions regarding infant moruliry of rhc Hispanic-origin popula­
tion, see “Infant deaths, ” 

Marital Status 

Nlortalicy .staristics by marital scams (cable 1-32) were 
published in 1979 for che first time since 1%1. (Previously 
rhcy had been published in the annual volumes for che 
years 1949-51 and 195%61. ) Several repros analyzing mor­
cali: by marital scants have been published, including the 
spcclal study based on 195%61 data ( 10). Reference co earlier 
reporci is given in che :ppendix of pare B of the 195%61 
special study. 

Morcaiicy statistics by marital status are cabulaccd sepa­
rately for never married, married, widowed, and divorced. 
Certificates in which the marriage is specified as being an­
nulled arc classified as never marncd. Where marital sracus 
is specified as separated or common-law marriage, it is classi­
fied as married. Of the 2,068,117 rcsidcnc deaths 15 years 
of age and over in 1987, 10,5% cerrificaccs (0.5 pcrccnc) 
had marital scacus not stated. 

Place of death and status of decedent 

!kforcalicy scacistics by place of death were published 
in 1979 for the first time since 1958 (cables 1-29 and 1-30). 
In addition, mortality data were also available for che first 
rime in 1979 for che scants of dccedem when death occurred 
in a hospicai or medical center (Uble 1-29). These data 
were obtained from &e following rwo items that appear 
on the U.S. Standard Ccrciflcam of Dcaclx

classification, or codes for hospicds, medicai cenccrs, or ocher 
institutions.

Effective with data for 1980, [he coding of place of 
death and scams of decedent was changed. A new coding 
caccgory was added: “Dead on arnval-hospiral, clinic. medi­
cal cenccr name noc given. ” Dearhs coded COChis caregon 
are tabulated in table 1-29 as “Dead on anival” and in 
table 1-30 as ‘Not in hospiul or medical center.”- Had 
the	 1979 coding categories been used, these dcachs would 
have been mbulamd as “Place unknown.” 

Mortality by month and date of death 

Deaths by month have been regularly cabulaced and 
published in the annual volume for each year beginning 
with dau year 1900. For 1987, dcachs by monrh are shown 
in cables 1-20, 1-21, 1-24, 1-31, 2-12, 2-13, 2-14, and 
&9. 

Date of death was first published for data year 1972. 
In addition, unpublished data for selecmd causes by dare 
of death for 1%2 are available fmm NCHS. 

Numbers of dcachs by date in this volume arc shown 
in tabk 1-31 for che total number of deaths and for chc 
number of dachs for che following chrce causes. for which 
tie greamsc inceresc in dau of commence of death has been 
CXpCCS$Ctk Motor vehicle accidencs, Suicide, and Homlcidc 
and legal intewencion. 

These data show che frequency distribution of deaths 
for tie sekcted causes by day of week. They also make 
it possible co identify holidays with peak numbers of deaths 
from specified auses. 

Repro of auqstsy 

Before 1972, che Iasr year for which autopsy data were 
tabulaccd was 19S8. Beginning in 1972, all registration areas 
requested information on che death ccrcif~arc as to whcthe r 
autopsies were performed. For 1987, aucopsics were reported 
on 253,023 death certificaccs, 11.9 perccnc of che cord icable 
1-28). 

Information as co whcchcr chc autopsy findings wcrc 
used in determining the cause of dcach was cabula[ed for 
1972-73 for all buc nine rcgiscracion areas and from 197-!-77 
forall butcighc regiscracionareas. The ircm “aucopsv findings 
used” was dekced fmm the 1978 U-S. Sundard CCKU%JKC 
of Death. 
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For eight of the cause-of-death categories shown in cable 
1-28, autopsies were repotzed as performed for 50 percent 
or more of all deaths (Meningococcal infeccion; Measles; 
Pregnancy with abortive outcome; Other complications of 
pregnancy, childbirth, and the puerperium; Motor vehicle 
accidencs; Suicide: Homicide and legal inrcmention; and 
.411other external causes). There were four other categories 
for which 40 perccnc or more of the death certificates reported 
auropsies. Auropsies were reported for only 7.6 percent of 
the ,Majorcardiovascular diseases. 

Cause of death 

Cause-ofidcarh classifrcacion4ince 1949, cause-of­
dcath statistics have been based on chc underlying cause 
of death, which is defined as “(a) the disease or injury 
which initiated the main of events leading direcdy to death, 
or (b) the circumstances of the accident or violence which 
produced the fatal injury”(l 1). 

For each dcarh the underlying cause is selected from 
an array of conditions reponcd in the medical certification 
section on r.he death certificate. This section provides a 
format for entering the causes of death in a sequential order. 
These conditions are manslaced into medical codes rhrough 
use of the classification strucrure and the selection and mod­
ification rules contained in the applicable revision of the 
lnremational Ckssificarion of Diseases (ICD) published by 
the World Health Organi=cion (WHO). Selecrion rules pm­
vidc guidance for systematically identifying the underlying 
cause of death. Modification rules are intended co improve 
the usefulness of mortality statistics by giving preference 
Cocertain classification paregorics over others and/or co con­
solidate two or more conditions on the certificate into a 
single classification category. 

As a staciscical datum, the underlying cause of death 
is a simple, one-dimensional statistic; it is conceptually easy 
to understand and a well-accepted measure of mortality. 
It identifies che initiating cause of death and is therefore 
most useful co public health officials in developing mezsures 
m prevent che srart of the chain of evenm leading m death. 
The rules for selecting che underlying ause of death are 
included with the ICD as a means of standardizing classifica­
tion, which contributes coward comparability and uniformity 
in mortality medical scaciscics among countries. 

Tabulation lis~Beginning with data year 1979, the 
cause~fdcath scuistics published by the National Center 
for Health SUtiSUCS have been classified according m che 
Ninth Revision of the Jncema~ona/ cl~jfia~on of Dj5e=s 
(ICD-9) ( 11). In addition to specifying that the classification 
be used, WHO also recommends how the data should be 
tabulated in order to promote international comparability. 
The recommended sysrem for tabulating data in the Ninth 
Revision allows countries co consvucc their own mortaliw 
and morbidity tabulation lists from [he rubrics of the WHO 
Basic Tabulation List as long as rubrics from the WHO 
mortality and morbidity Iism, rcspeccively, arc included. This 
tabulation system for the Nindr Revision is more flexible 

than chat of che Eighth Revision in which specific Iisu were 
recommended for mbularing motmlicy and morbidity data. 

The Basic Tabulation List (BTL) recommended under 
the Ninth Revision consists of 57 cwo-digit rubrics chat add 
co the “all causes” coral. Within each two-digit rubric, up 
[O 9 three-digit rubrics numbered from O ro 8 are identified, 
but these do noc add co the total of the rwo-digir rubric. 
The rwo-digit rubrics of the BTL 01 through 4b provide 
for rhe cabularion of nonviolent dearhs to ICD categories 
001-799. Rubrics relaring co chapter 17 (narure-of-injury 
causes 47 through 56) are not used by NCHS for selecring 
underlying cause of death; rather, preference is given co 
mbrics E47 rhrough E56. The 57rh two-digit rubric VO 
is the Supplemen~ry Classification of Facron Influencing 
Heakh !%ZCUSand Concacr with Health Services and is not 
appropriate for the Ubulacion of morra]iq data. The \VHO 
Mortality List, a subset of the rides conr.ained in the BTL, 
consisc of 50 rubrics which are a minimum for the national 
display of momdicy data. 

Five lists of causes have been developed for tabulation 
and publication of mo&liry data in this volume: The Each-
Cause List, List of 282 Selected Causes of Death. List 
of 72 Selecred Causes of Death, List of 61 Selected Causes 
of Infant Death, and List of 34 Selected Causes of Death. 
These Iiscs were designed CObe as comparable as possible 
with the NCHS lis~ more recendy in use under the Eighth 
Revision. However, complete comparability could noc always 
be achieved. 

The Each-Cause List is made Up of each tiree-digit 
category of the WHO Detailed List to which deaths may 
be validly assigned and most fourdigic subcategories. The 
list is used for tabulation for the entire United !%ates. The 
published Each-Cause table does not show the four-digit 
subcategories provided for Motor vehicle accidencs (E8 lG 
E825); however, fiesc subcategories, which identify persons 
injured, are shown in the accident tables of this rept (sec­
tion 5). Special flfchdigic subcmegories are also used in 
.*c accident cables to idermify place of accident when dearhs 
from nontransptm accidents are shown. These are nor shown 
in the Each-Cause table. 

The List of 282 Selected Causes of Death is constructed 
from BTL tubrics 014 and E47-E56. Each of the 56 
BTL twodigic tides can be ob~ined either directly or by 
combining tides in the List. The three-digit level of the 
BTL is modified more expensively. where more detail was 
desired, categories nor shown in the threedigir rubrics were 
added COthe List of 282 ScIecced Causes of Deati. JVhere 
less detail was needed, the chreedigit rubrics were com­
bined. Moreover, each of rhe 50 rubrics of the WHO Nfortal­
ity List can be obrained from che List of 282 Selected Causes 
of Death. 

The List of 72 Selected Causes of Death was constructed 
by combining tides in ~he List of 282 SeIecced Causes of 
Death. It is used in cables published for rhe United States 
and each State, and for srandard memopolican statistical areas. 

The List of 61 SeIecced Causes of Infant Death shows 
more detailed tides for Congenital anomalies and Certain 
conditions originating in che perinaral period than any other 
Iisr excepr the Each-Cause List. 
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The List of 34 Selected Causes of Death was crcared 
by combining rides in the List of 72 Selccced Causes. A 
cable using this list is published for derailed geographic 
areas. 

Beginning with data for 1987, changes were’ made in 
these lists co accommodate the incmducnon in the United 
ScaceS of new cacego~ numbers �(M2-W44 for Human im­
munodeflciency virus infection. The following new cate­
gories have been incorporated into che Each-Cause List: 

Human immunodcficiency virus infeccion . . “042-”044 

Human immunodeficicncy virus infection with 
specified conditions . . . . . . . . . . . . . .

Eff&Ix of /isr mtisjon+The Jnremational Lists or adap­
cacions of them, in use in this councry since 1900, have 
been revised approximately every 10 yearn so chat the disease 
chusificacion may bc consisccnc with advances in medical 
science and with changes in diagnostic praccice. Each ret-ision 
of die lnccmarional Lists has produced some break in com­
parability of ausc-ofdcach scansdcs. Cause-ofdeach statis­
tics beginning with 1979 arc classified by NCHS according 
co che IC~9 (11). For a discussion of each of tie classifica­
cions used with death scatiscics since 1900, see Technical 
Appendix in Viml &aastics of the Unired Scares, 1979, Vol­
ume 11, MormIi~, Pam A, Set+on 7, pages 9-14. 

A dual coding study was undertaken bccween AC Xinch 
and the Eighth Revisions m measure tic exccnc of discoun­
cinuicy in causcafdcarh scaristia resulting fmm introducing 
che ncw Revision. An initial study for the List of 72 Selected 
Causes of Deati and che List of 10 ScIectcd Causes of 
Infant Dach has been published (12). The Lisr of 10 
Sclcctcd Causes Of Infant Dcach is a basic NCHS cabula~ion 
list not used in this volume but used for provisional data 
in the Monddy Vital Smakics Rept, another NCHS publl­
caoon. Compambilicy scudics were also undcrcakcn bccwecn 
he Eighth and %vench, Scvcnch and Sixth, and Sixth and 
Fifth Revisions. For additional information almuc these 
srudies, again scc the 1979 Technical Appendix. 

Signifmr coding changes during chc Ninrh Revision-
Since che implcmencacibn of ICD-9 in che United Scams 
effective with monalicy data for 1979, several coding changes 
have ken inuoduced. The more impcanc changes wIII 
Ix discussed below. In early 1983, a change was made in 
the coding of Acquired immunodeficiency syndrome (.+1DS t 
and Human immundeficiency virus (HIV) infection. whlch 

affccccd dacr fmm 1981 co 1986. Ah effcccive with ddtd 
year 1981 was a coding change for poliomyelitis. For dau 
year 1982, a change was made in che definition of child 
(which affccrs the classification of deaths a ,Ifco number 
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- categories, including Child battering and ocher malrrcac­

menc), and in guidelines for coding deaths co the catego~ 
Child battering and ocher makreacrnenc (ICD No. E967). 
During che calendar year 1985 detailed insmuccions for coding 
motor vehicle accidencs involving all-terrain vehicles (ATV’S) 
were implemented co ensure consistency in coding these 
accidencs. Effcccive with data year 1986, “prima~”’ and “in­
vasive” tumors, unspecified, were classified as “malignant”; 
these neoplasms had previously been classified co Neoplasms 
of unspecified nature (ICD-9 No. 239). Derailed discussion 
of these changes may be found in the Technical Appendix 
for previous volumes. 

Coding in f 987—The rules and inscruccions used in 
coding chc 1987 morcaliry medical data remained cssencially 
chc same as chose used for che 1986 data cxcepc for notable 
changes described below. Beginning with data for 1987, 
NCHS introduced new caccgorynumbers “042-”044 for clas­
sifying and coding Human immunodeficiency virus (HIV) 
infeccion, formerly referred co as human T-cell ]ymphocropic 
virus-IIL/lymphadCnopa(hy associated virus (HTLV-IIL/ 
LAV) infeccion. The asccrisk before che cacegory numbers 
indicaces chat these codes are noc pan of the Ninth Revision 
of che Inremarional Classification of Diseases (IC&9). 
Deaths classified co these caccgorics for 1987 are shown 
in Tables 1-36, 1-37, 1-38, 1-39, 1+0, 1+1, 1+2, 2-22, 
and 2-23, and are also shown in the Each Cause List in 
Table 1-23. Deaths classified cocacegory numbers “042-”044 
are noc shown separately in che ocher cables showing cause-of­
deach data. In the List of 282 Selecced Causes of Death, 
deaths classified cocaccgory numbers ‘042-”044 are included 
in chc cacego~ Ocher viral diseases: in she List of 72 ScIecced 
Causes of Death they arc included in All ocher infecaous 
and parasitic diseases; in rhe List of 61 ScIccced Causes 
of Infant Dcach chcy are included in Remainder of infectious 
and parasitic diseases; and, in che List of 34 Sclecccd Causes 
of Death they are included in Residual of infcccious and 
parasitic diseases. 

For data years 1983-86, human immunodeficiency virus 
(H~ infection, when reported on che death cercificacc, 
was assigned m che category Deficiency of ceil-mediated 
immunity (ICD No. 279.1). Because the selection rules for 
underlying cause of death were developed prior co tie idcn­
rificacion of AIDS, ocher conditions mentioned on che death 
cercificace and noc in che cacegory No. 279.1 were ofccn 
selecced as the underlying cause of death during this period. 
The underlying cause of death for these cercificaces involwng 
HIV infeccion was chercfore classified co a number of differ­
ent categories including Deficiency of cell-mediated immun­
ity (ICD No. 279.1), Pneumccyscosis (ICW9 No. 136.3, 
and Site unspecified (ICW9 No. 173.9), under Ocher malig­
nant neoplasm of skin (ICD-9 No. 173). As a consequence, 
cause-of-death scatiscics for 1987 are noc strictly comparable 
with data for previous years. Also, che cacegory No. 279.1 
was noc uniquely specific for HIV conditions. There were 
1,141 death cercificaces which had mention of conditions 
coded co ICD No. 279.1 in 1983, 2,943 in 1984, 6,040 
in 1985, and 10,900 in 1986. Ic is believed chac HIV infection 
was involved in most of these deaths. 

Also, coding rules for che conditions “dehydcacion” and 
“disseminated inmavacular coagu[opachy” were changed. 
Beginning with data year 1987, “dehydration” was considered 
ro be a “direcc sequel of’ any malignant neoplasm; pret-i­
ously, for data years 1981-86, dehydration was considered 
co be a “direcc sequel or only ccrcain specified malignant 
ncoplasms. In addition, effeccive with data year 1985 for 
NCHS and with data year 1986 for chose Scaccs chac provide 
coded medical da& to NCHS, “disseminated intravascular 
coagulopachy” was changed co bc considered a ‘Ldireccsequel 
of” surgery. As a result, trends in deaths due co Volume 
depletion (ICD-9 No. 276.5) and Defibrinacion syndrome 
(ICD-9 No. 286.6), respectively, are affecced. 

Medical cem.fieacio+The use of a standard classifica­
tion Iisc, although cssencial for Scace, regional, and inccrna­
rional comparison, does not assure scricc comparability of 
chc tabulated figures. A high degree of comparability be­
tween areas could be accained only if all records of cause 
of dcach were reported with equal accuracy and comp[ece­
ncss. The medical certification of cause of death can bc 
made only by a qualified person, usually a physician, a 
medical examiner, or a coroner. Therefore, che reliability 
and accuracy of cause-of-death scacisrics are, co a large excenr, 
governed by che ability of che ccrcificr co make chc proper 
diagnosis and by che care with which he or she records 
this information on che death cercificace. 

A number ofscudies have been undcrcaken on che quality 
of medical cercificariom on chc death ccrcificacc. In general, 
these have been for relatively small samples and for Iimiced 

geographic areas. A bibliography, prepared by XCHS (13), 
covering 128 references over a period of 23 years, indicates 
chat no definitive conclusions have been reached about che 
quality of medical ccrcificacion on che death certificate. No 
country has a well-defined program for syscemacically asses­
sing k quality of medical cercificacions reporred on death 

cercificaccs or for measuring che error effects on che levels 
and trends ofcause-of-death scatiscics. 

One index of che quality of reporting causes of death 
is che pmporcion of death cercificaces coded co che ?Jinch 
Revision Chapter XVI Symptoms, signs, and ill-defined con­
ditions (IC~9 Nos. 78&799). A.lchough there are dcachs 
for which ic is noc possible co determine the cause, this 
pmpordon indicaccs che care and consideration given co che 
cercificacion by chc medical certifier. Ic may also lx used 
as a rough measure of che spccificicy of the medical diagnoses 
made by dre cercifier in various areas. In 1987, 1.5 pcrcenc 
of all reporccd dcachs in chc United States were assigned 

co illdefined or unknown causes, about che same as in 
1986. However, in 1987 this percentage varied among che 
Smces, fmm 0.5 pcrcenc co 4.4 pcrcenc. While che percenc 
for che United !ha~es for all ages combined has generally 
remained stable since 1979, declines have occurred for per­
sons in age groups 5- years and 65-74 years. while in­
creases have occurred for persons in age groups 25-3+ years 

and 3544 years. There has been no clear pacccrn of change 
in che percenc of deaths assigned co Symptoms, signs. and 
illdefrned conditions for che ocher age groups for chc United 
Scares as a whole. 
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Auromarcd selection of underlying cause of deati-Be­

ginning with data year 1968, NCHS began using a computer 
system for asigning the underlying cause of death. It has 
been used every year since co select rhe underlying cause 
of death. The system is called “Auromared Clasificarion 
of Medical Entities” (ACME). 

The ACME system applies the same rules for selecting 
rhe underlying cause as applied manually by a nosologisc; 
however, under this system, the computer consiscencly ap­
plies the same criteria, thus eliminating interceder variation 
in this step of rhe process. 

The ACME computer program requires the coding of 
all conditions shown on the medical ccmificacion. These 
codes are matched automatically against decision cables that 
consisrcnr[y select che underlying cause of death for each 
record according co che international roles. The decision 
tables provide the comprehensive relationships between che 
conditions classified by lCD when applying the rules of 
selection and modification. 

The decision cables were developed by NCHS staff 
on rhe basis of their experience in coding underlying causes 
of death under the earlier manual coding sysrem and as 
a result of periodic independent validations. These cables 
are periodically updated to reflecc additional new information 
on [he relationship among medical conditions. For 1987, 
these tables were amended co incorporate the new categories 
for Human immunodeficiency vitus infection (%342-”044) 
and to reflect che relationships between HIV infection and 
other diseases. They were also amended to incorporate the 
rclarionship chac dehydcacion is considered as a “direct sequel 
of” malignant neoplasms. Coding procedures for selecting 
the underlying cause of death by using the ACME computer 
program, ss well as by using the ACIME decision tables, 
arc documented in NCHS instruction manuals (14,15,16). 

Cause-of-deacb-rankh~ause-of-death ranking (cx­
cepc for infants) is based on the List of 72 Selected Causes 
of Death and the category Human immunodeficicncy virus 
infection (HIV infection) (W42--044~ cause-of-death rank­
ing for infan~ is based on the List of 61 ScIcctcd Causes 
of Infant Death and HIV infection. HIV infection was added 
to the list of rankablc cams effective with data year 1987. 
The group titles Major cardiovascular diseases and Symp­
toms, signs, and ill-defined conditions are nor ranked from 
the List of 72 Selected Causes of Death; and Certain condi­
tions originating in the pcrinacal period and Symptoms, signs, 
and ill-defined conditions are noc ranked from chc List of 
61 Selected Causes of infant Death. In addition, category 
tides char &gin with the words “Other” or “All other” arc 
noc ranked to dcccrminc the Icading causes of death. When 
one of rhc titles that represents a subtotal is ranked (such 
as Tuberculosis), its component parts (in this case, Tuber­
culosis of respiratory system and other mbcrculosis) are not 
ranked,

l~demd deaths 

Maternal deaths arc those for which the ceni@ing physi­
cian has designated a maternal condition as the underlying 

cause of dearh. Marcrnal conditions are those assigned CO 
Complications of pregnancy, childbinh, and the puerpcrium 
(1C&9 NOS. 63&576). In the Ninth Revision, the \Vorld 
Health Organization (1977, p. 764) for the first time defined 
a maternal death as follows: 

A macemal dcarh is defined as rhe death of a woman 
while pregnant or within 42 days of termination 
of pregnancy, irrespective of che duration and che 
sire of the prcgnancv, fmm any cause rclaced to 
or aggravated by tic pregnancy or irs management 
but not from accidental or incidental causes. 

Under the Eighth Revision, matemal deaths were as­

signed co Categoq tide “Compiicarions of pregn~nc}, 
childbirth, and che pucrpcnum” (lCDA-S NOS. 630-678). 
Although WHO did nor define maternal morcaliq. there 
was an NCHS classification IUIC that limited a mammal 
death co a death within a year afrcr termination of pregnancy 
from any “maternal cause, ” chat is, any cause within [he 
range of ICDA-8 NOS. 6.30-678. This I-UICapplied only 
if a duration of time for che condition was given. If no 
duration was specified and the underlying cause of death 
was a maternal condition, then the duration was assumed 
to bc within a year and chc death was coded by XCHS 
~ a mammal death. The change from an under-l-year limita­
tion on duration used in the Eighth Revision to an under42­
days limitation used in rhc Ninth Revision did not have 
much effect on the comparability of maccmal morcalicy statis­
tics. However, comparability was affected by the following 
classification change. Under [he Niruh Revision. maternal 
causes have been expanded to include Indirect obstetric 
causes (ICD-9 Nos. 647-MS). These causes include Infcc­
cive and parasitic condiciom as well as ocher current condi­
tions in the mochcr that arc classifiable elsewhere bur which 
complicate pregnancy, childbirth, and rhc pucrpcrium, such 
as Syphilis, Tuberculosis, Diabetes mcllitus, Drug depen­
dcncc, and congenital cardiovascular disorders. 

Matcmal mortality rates are compuccd on rhe bas[s of 
the number of live births. The matcmal mortality rate indl­
catcs the likelihood that a pregnant woman will die from 
matcmal causes. The number of live births used in the 
denominator is an approximation of the population of preg­
nant women who are at risk of a maternal death. 

Infantdeath 

Age-An infant death is defined as a death under 
year of age. The term excludes fetal dcachs. Infant delfhj 
are usually divided into nvo categories according IO age 
neonatal and po.wnconacal. Neonatal deaths are those th~r 
occur during the first 27 days of life, and posmconacal dearh, 
are chose char occur bcrwccn 28 days and 1 year of age 
It has generally been believed chat diffcrcnr factors influenc­
ing the child’s survival predominate in these two pcr]ods 
Factors as.swiatcd with prenatal development, hcrcdiry, ~nd 
the birth protess were considered dominant in che neon~rll 

1 
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period; and environmental factors. such as nucri[ion. h~giene, 
and accidents, were considered more imporcanc in the post­
nconacal period. Recently, however. the discinccion benveen 
these rwo periods has blurred due in pare co advances in 
neonacology, which have enabled more very small, premature 
infants cosurvive the neonatal period. 

Rare+ Infant morcalicy races shown in section 2 and 
section 8 are che most commonly used index for measuring 
che risk of dying during che first year of life: they are calcu-
Iaced by dividing the number of infant deaths in a calendar 
year by che number of live births registered for the same 
period and are presented as races per 1,000 or per 100,000 
live birrhs. Infant morcalicy races use che number of live 
births in che denominator to approximate che population 
ac risk of dying before che first birthday. This measure 
is an approximation of che risk of dying in infancy because 
some of che live births will not have been exposed COa 
full year’s risk of dying and some of che infants chac die 
during a year will have been born in che previous year. 
The error introduced into the infant morcalicy rate by this 
inexactness is usually small, especially when the birth rare 
is relatively conscant from year co year (17, 18). Ocher sources 
of error in che infant morcalicy race have been accributed 
to differences in applying [he definitions for infant death 
and fecal death when registering the event (19;20). 

In concrast co infant morcalicy races based on live births, 
infant death races shown in seccion 1 are based on the esti­
mated population under 1 year of age. Infant death races, 
which appear in tabulations of age-specific death rates, are 
calculated by dividing che number of infant deaths in a 
calendar year by che estimated midyear population of persons 
under 1 year of age and are presented as naces per 100,000 
population in this age group. Pactems and trends in che 
infant death race may differ somewhat from chose of che 
more commonly used “infant morcalicyrate” mainly because 
of differences in the nature of che denominator and in che 
time reference period. Whereas che population denominator 
for che infant death race is escimaced using data on births, 
infant deaths, and migration for che 12-month period of 

JUIY chmugh June, the denominator for the infant mortality 
race is a count of births occurring during che 12 months 
of January through December. The difference in che time 
reference period can result in different trends between che 
cwo indices during periods when bid races are markedly 
moving up or down. 

In addition, the infant death race is also subject co greater 
imprecision than is che infant morcalicy race because of prob 
lems of enumerating and escimacing rhe population under 
I year of age (20). 

f?ace-Infant morcdicy races for specified races ocher 
than white or black may be underescimaced, based on resul~ 
of studies in which race on ctce birch and death cercificaces 
for che same infant were compared (21). The figures should 
be incerpreced with caution because of possible inconsisten­
cies in reporting df race between che numerator and de­
nominator of the races. This refleccs differences in che nature 
of reporting and processing race on these cwo vital records. 
On che birch cercificace, race of parents is reported by che 
mother at che time of delivery. On che death cercificace, 

race of the deceased infant is reporred by che funeral director 
based on observation or on information supplied by an infor­
mant, such as a parent. With respect co processing. race 
of infant ac birch is coded using coding rules that cake account 
of che race of each parent (see che technical Appendix in 
Vid Scacisrics of rhe Lrnired Scares, 1987, Volume 1. Natal icy. 
seccion emicled “Race or national origin”). For infant deaths. 
che race of child is coded direccly from che race reporred 
on che death cercificace. 

Hispanic origin-Infant morcalicy rates for che Hispanic-
origin population are based on numbers of residenr infant 
deaths reported co be of Hispanic origin (see seccion “His­
panic origin”) and numbers of resident live births by Hispanic 
origin of mother for the 18 reporting Stares and the District 
of Columbia. In compucing infant morcali~ races. deaths 
and live births of unknown origin are noc distributed among 
[he specified Hispanic and non-HispaniC groups. Because 
for 1987 che percenc of infant deaths of unknow-n origin 
was 8.0 percenc and the percent of live bic-chs of unknown 
origin was 2.9 perc~nc, infant monalicy rares b}- specified 
Hispanic origin and race for non-Hispanic origin may be 
somewhat underestimated. 

Small numbers of infant deaths for specific Hispanic-
origin groups can result in infant morcalicy races subjecc 
to telacively large random vanacion (see seccion ..Random 
variation in numbers of deaths, death rates, and morcaliry 
races and ratios”). 

Tabulation Iik<auses ofcfeach for infants are cabulaced 
according toa list of causes chac is different from che list 
of causes for che population Ofall ages, except for che Each 
Cause List. (See seccion “Cause-of-death classification.”) 

Fetal deaths 

In May 1950 che World Health Organization recom­
mended che following definition of fecal death be adopted 
for incemacional usc: 

Death prior co the complece expuision or extraction 
from ics mother of a produce of conception, irrespec­
tive of che duration of pregnancy; che death is indi­
caced by che face chac after such separation. che 
fetus does noc breatie or show any ocher evidence 
of life such as beating of che heart, pulsation of 
che umbilical cord, or dcfinire movement of volun­
tary muscles (22). 

The rerm “fecal death” was defined on an all-inclusil-e basis 
co end confusion arising from use of such terms as stillbirth. 
abortion, and miscarriage. 

Shortly chereafcer, this definiciorc of fecal death WJS 
adopted by the National Center for Health Scatiscics as the 
nationally recommended standard. Currently all registration 
areas excepc Pucrco Rico have definitions similar to rhe 
standard definition (23). Puerto Rico has no formal definition. 

As another seep coward increasing checomparabilicy of 
data on fecal deaths for different cormrries. che \Yorld Heslrh 
Organization recommended char for scatiscical purposes [eml 
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deaths be classified as early, intermediate, and late. These 
groups are defined as follows: 

Less than 20completed weeks of 
gestation (early fetal deaths) . . Group 1 

20 completed weeks ofgestarion 
bu[ less than 28 (intermediate fetal 

deaths) . . . . . . . . . . . . . . Group II 
28 completed weeks of gestation 

and over (Iare feral deaths) . . . Group III 
Gestation period nor classifiable in 

groups I, II, and III . . . . . . Group IV 

Note that in table 3-13, group IV consisu of feral deaths 
with gestation not stared buc presumed to be 20 weeks 
or more gestation. 

Until 1939 [he nationally recommended procedure for 
registration of a fecal dearh required rhe filing of borh a 
live-birth and a dearh cerrificare. In 1939a separare Standard 
Cerrificare of Stillbirth (feral death) was creared COreplace 
rhe former procedure. This was revised in 1949, 1955, 1956, 
and 1968. In 1978 rhe Srandard Certificate of Feral Dearh 
was replaced by rhe Standard Report of Feral Death 
(figure 7-B). 

The 1977 revision of the hfodcl SUre VitxJ/,!hrisrics 
ACCand Model %rre Viul ,%ristics Regulations (24) recom­
mended that spontaneous feral dearhs of 20 weeks or more 

gestation, or a weight of 350 grams or more, and all induced 
terminations of pregnancy regardless of gesrarional age be 
reported and further rhac they be reported on separate forms. 
These forms are to be considered legally required scarisrical 
reports rather than legal documents. 

Beginning wirh 1970 fecal deaths, procedures were im­
plemcnred rhar arrempred ro separate rep-rs of spontaneous 
feral deaths from chose of induced terminations of pregnancy. 
These procedures were implemented because the health 
implications are different for spontaneous feral deafis and 
induced rcmninacions of pregnancy. These procedures are 
srill in use. 

Comparability and completeness of &rcr-Registration 
area requirements for reporring feral dcachs vary. MOSCof 
these areas require reporting feral deaths of gestations of 
20 weeks or more. Table A shows the minimum period 
of gestation required by each Srate for feral-death reporting. 

There is substantial evidence that not all feral deaths for 
which reporting is required are reported (25). 

Underreporting of feral deaths is more likely ro occur 
in the earlier part of rhe required reporting period for each 
Sure. Thus, for Stares requiring reporting of all periods 
of gesrarion, feral dearhs occur-ring ar younger gesracional 
ages are less completely reported. The reporting of feral 
deaths of 20-23 weeks of gesrarion may be more complerc 
for rhose Srarcs thar report feral deaths of all periods of 
gesration. -. 

To maximize the comparability of data by year and 
by .%atc, most of rhe rabies in secrion3 are based on feral 
dearhs occurring ar gesrarions of 20 weeks or more. These 
rabies also include fetal dearhs of nor-stated gestation for 

those Stares requiring reporting ar 20 weeks or more only. 
Beginning with 1%9, feral deaths of noc-seated gesrarion 
were excluded for States requiring reporting of all products 
of conception except for those with a srared birth weight 
of 500 grams or more. [n 1987 rhis rule was applied ro 
[he following Scares:Colorado,Georgia. Hawaii, Xew York 

(including New York City), Rhode Island, and Virginia. 
Each year there are some exceptions ro rhis procedure. 

The data in table 3-3 include only feral deaths co resi­
dents of selecced areas in rhe Llnired Stares thar reporred 
all periods of gesrarion. The areas are Colorado, Georgia. 
Hawaii, New York (including New York City), Rhode Island. 
and Virginia; excluded are fed deaths ro residenrs of\laine. 

Arkarrsa~ince 1971, Arkansas has been using LUOre­
porting forms for feral deaths: A confidential Spontaneous 
Abcmion form thar is not sent ro rhe Xarional Center for 
Health Sracistics and a Fetal Death Cenificate char is. During 
Chc period 1971 rhrough 1980, it is believed char most spon­
taneous feral deaths of less than 20 weeks’ gesrarion were 
reported on the confidential form and, therefore. were nor 
reported ro NCHS. During the period 1981 rhrough 1985. 
Arkansas specified that feral dearhs of less rhan 29 weeks’ 
gestation or weighing less than 1,000 grams could be reporrcd 
on the confidential form; beginning wirh 1984 dam. [he 
Srarc specified that feral dearhs of 20 weeks’ gesr.xion or 
weighing 500 grams be reported on rhe Feral Death Cerrifi­
cace. Because of these changes, the comparability of counrs 
of early feral deaths may be affecred. In particular. counrs 
of fetal deaths aged 20 to 27 weeks during 198143 were 
not comparable bccween Arkansas and other reporting areas 
nor with dam for 19&l-87. IC is believed that reporting has 
improved but is srill noc comparable wirh data for 1980 
and earlier years.

A Report of Alxrrrion (Spontaneous and Induced) and a 
Report of Feul Death. Most spontaneous fecal dearhs of 
less than 20 weeks’ gestation are reponcd on the Report 
of Abortion, and chereforc, are excluded from feral dearh 
counts in this volume.

With the introduction of rhe Ninth Revision, lncema­

tional Classification of Diseases, the birth-weight classifica­
tion intewals for perinatal morcaliry scatisries were shifted 
downward by 1 gram, as shown above.

Race-The race of the fetus is ordinarily classified based 
on the race of che parcrms. If rhe parcrmr are of different 
races, the following rules apply. (1) When only one parent 
is whiter the fetus is assigned the other parent’s race. (2) 

When neither parem is white, the fetus is assigned the 
farhcr’s race with one exceprion: If the mochcr is Hawaiian 
or Part-Hawaiian, rhc fetus is classified as Hawaiian. 

When the race of one parenr is missing or ill defined, 
the race of the other determines that of rhe fetus. When 
race of both parems is missing, the race of the fetus is 
allocated COthe specific race of rhe fetus on the preceding 
record. 

Tora/-bimh onisr-Total-birrh order refers to the sum 
of the live births and ocher terminations (including both 
spontaneous fecal deaths and induced terminations of preg­
nancy) that a woman has had including the feral death being 
recorded. For example, if a woman has previously given 
birth to rwo live babies and to one born dead, the next 

fetal death co occur is counted as number four in [oral-birth 
order. 

In the 1978 revision of the Srandard Report of Fecal 
Death, total-binh order is calculated from four items on 
pregnancy hisro~ Number of previous Iivc births. now ]i\-­
ing; number of previous live births. now dead: number of 
ocher cerminacions before 20 weeks; and number of other 
terminations after 20 weeks. 

All rcgiscrarion areas usc the two srandard irems perrzin­
ing to the number of previous live birrhs. \Iosc areas usc 
[hc rwo standard items pertaining to rhe number of “other 
rcrminations” before and after 20 weeks. gestation. but some 
areas use other crircria. Toral-birch order for all arels is 
calcuiarcd from the sum of available information. Thus. 
information on total-birth order may noc be completely com­
parable among the rcgisrrarion areas. 

~tfafira/ srafu~Table 3+ shows fc~l dca[hs and fcrJ1. 
death ratios by mochcr’s mariral status. Sratcs excluded from 
[his cable arc as follows: California. Connecticut. \[aV lJnd. 
Michigan, Montana, New York (including .Ncw York Ci~). 
Ohio, Texas, and Vcrmonr. Because live birrhs comprise 
the denominator of the ratio, marital sratus must also be 
reported for morhcrs of live births. \lariral sratu5 of rhe 
mother of rhe live birrh is inferred for %trcs char did nor 
report it on the birth ccrrificacc. 

There arc no quantiracivc data on the charactcrlstlcs 
of unmarried women who may misreporr rheir mariral sucus 
or who fail co rcgisrcr fetal deaths. Lrndcrrcporting may­
be grcarcr for the unmarried group than for chc married 
group. 

Age of morhcr-The fetal-death reporr asks for the 
mochcr’s “age (ac time of delivery), ” and the ages arc edited 
in NCHS for upper and lower Iimirs. When mochcrs arc 
reported co be under 10 years of age or 50 years and over. 
rhc age of morhcr is considered not sramd and is assigned 
as follows: Age on all feral-death records with age of mothc r 
not stated is allocated according co the age appearing on 
the record previously processed for a mother of identical 
race and having the same roral-birrh order (rotal of lit e 
births and other terminations).

Three definitions of perinacal 
morcalicy are currently used by NCHS: Pennaral Definition 
I, generally used for incemational comparisons, which in­
cludes fecal deaths of 28 weeks or more gescacion and infant 
deaths of less than 7 days; Perinacal Definition II, which 
includes fecal deaths of 20 weeks or more gestation and 
infant dearhs of less than 28 days: and Perinaral Definition 
III, which includes fetal deaths of 20 weeks or more gescacion 
and infant deaths of less than 7 days. 

variations in feral death reporring requirements and prac­
cices have implications for comparing pennatal races among 
Scares.

Scares that require report­
ing of all producrs of pregnancy regardless of gestation are 
likely ro have more complete reporting of fecal deaths of 
20 weeks or more dran are ocher Sines. The larger number 
of fecal deaths reported by rhese “all periods” Scares may 
result in higher perinacal rates compared with Scaces whose 
rcporcing is less complece. Accordingly, reporting complete­
ness may accounr, in pare, for differences among the Scare 
perinatal rares, panicularly differences for Definitions 11and

Nor sucecf-Fecal deaths wirh gescacional age nor scared 
are presumed co be of 20 weeks’ gescacion or more if (1) ~ 
the Scace requires reponing of all fed deaths of gcscacional 
age 20 weeks or more or (2) the fetus weighed 500 grams 
or more, in chose Scrues requiring reporting of all fetal deaths 
regardless of gesuuional age.

QUALITY OF DATA 

Completeness of registration 

All Scares have adopted lawschar require che regiscracion 
of births and deaths, and che reporting of fecal deaths. It 
is believed chac over 99 percenc of the birrhs and deaths 
occurring in this councry are registered. 

Reporting requiremen~ for fecal deaths vary somewhat 
from State co Scare (see “Comparabili~ and completeness 
of dara”), Overall reporting completeness is not as good 
for feral deaths as for births and deaths, but it is believed 
ro be relatively complece for fecal deaths of ?8 weeks. gesta­
tion or more. National statistical data on feral deaths include 
on[y those feca[ deaths with stated or presumed gesration 
of20 weeks or more. 

Massachusetts data 

The 1%4 scacisrics for deaths exclude approximately 
6,000 events registered in \iassachusecu, primarily to resi­
dents of chat Scare. Microfilm copies of these records were 
not received by NCHS. Figures for the Lniced States and 
che New England Division are also somewhat affected. 

Quality confrol procedures 

Demographic items on the dearh cercificare-.% previ­
ously indicaced, for 1987 chc morr.alicy data for these items 
were obtained from cwo sources: (1) \licrofilm im~ges of 
the original cecriticates furnished by the Virgin Islands and 
photocopies from Guam: and (2) records on data cape fur­
nished by the 50 Scares, the District of Columbia. Yew 
York City, and Puerto Rico. For che Virgin Islands and 
Guam, which sent only copies of che original certificates. 
the demographic items were coded for 100 percent of the 
death certificates. The demographic coding for 100 percenc 
of che cenificaces wasindependently verified. 

AS pare of the quality concrol procedures for morca]i~ 
data, each regiscracion area has to go through a calibration 
period during which ic must achieve rhe specified error toler­
ance level of Z percent per item for 3 consecutive months. 
based on NCHS independent verification of a 50-percent 
sample of chat area’s records. Once che area has achieved 
the required error tolerance level, a sample of 70-90 records 
per month is used co monitor quality of coding. .+11are~s 
providing data on compucer capes prior co 1987 have achiet-ed 
the specified error tolerance; accordingly, the demographic 
items on about 70-80 records per area per monrh were inde­
pcndendy verified by LNCHS. The escimared average error 
race for all demographic items in 1987 was 0.25 percent. 

These verification procedures involve controlling W-O 
types of error (coding and entering into che dara record 
tape) ac the same time, and rhe error races are a combined 
measure of both types. Ic may be assumed that the entering 
emors are randomly distributed across all items on che record. 
but this assumption cannoc be made as readily for coding 
errors. Although systematic errors in coding infrequcnr e~-ents 
may escape dececcion during sample }’erificarion. it is probs­

ble chat some of these errors were detected during the iniual 

period when 50 percenc of the file was being \-eritied. thus 
providing an oppormnicy co rerrain rhe coders. 

.Vedical irems on che dearh cerciticace-.As for de rr ,>­

graphic data, morralicy medical data are also subject co qu~lln 
concrol procedures which concrol for errors of both coding 
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and data entry. Each of the 22 registration areas in 1987 
chacfurnished NCHS with coded medical information accord­
ing to .NCHS specifications first had co qualify for sample 
verification. During an initial calibration period, the area 
had COdemonstrate that ics staff could achieve a specified 
error tolerance level of less than 5 percent for coding all 
medical items. After the area has achieved the required 
error tolerance level, a sample of 70-80 records per month 
is used to monitor quality of medical coding. For these 
zz s~tes, Cheaverage coding error rate in 1987 was escimared 

atjusCover 4percent. 
For the remaining 33 registration areas-28 .%ates, the 

Disuicc of Columbia. New York Citv, Puerto Rico, the Virgin 
Islands, and Guam—NCHS coded the medical items for 
100 percent of the death records. A l-percent sample of 
the records was independently coded for quality control pur­

poses. The estimated average error rate for these areas w-as 
about 3 percent. 

The ACME system for seleccing the underlying cause 
of dearh through computer application contributes co che 
quality control of medical items on the death certificate. 
(See section ‘Automated seleccion of underlying cause of 
death.”) 

Dcmogmphic items on the repon of fezal dcarh—For 
1987, all data on fetal deaths, except for New York State 
(excluding New York City), were coded under contract by 
the U.S. Bureau of the Census. Coding and entering informa­

tion on dara tapes were verified on a 100-percent basis be­
cause of the relativelysmall number of records involved. 

Ocher concrol procedure+After coding and entering 
on data upe arc completed, record counts are balanced 
against control totals for each shipment of records from a 

registration area. Editing procedures ensure rhat records with 
inconsisreru or impossible codes are modified. Inconsistence 
codes are those, for example, where there is contradiction 

between cause of death and age or sex of rhe decedent. 

Records so identified during the computer<diting process 

are either corrected by reference to tie source record or 
adjusted by arbitrary code assignment (26). Further, condi­
tions specified on a list of infrequent or rare causes of dearh 
need to be confirmed by the certifier or State Health Officer. 
For 1985 records, cryptosporidiosis was no longer confirmed 

by NCHS although this condition was still on the Iisc of 

infrequent or rare causes of death through 1987. Because 
crypmsporidiosis has increased in frequency due co its asscwi­
ation with human immunodeficiency virus (HIV) infection, 
it is no longer considered infrequent. All subsequent opera­
tions in mbularing and in preparing tables arc verified during 

the computer processing or by statistical clerks.

Death statistics for 1972 in this report (excluding feral-
death scaristics) are based on a 50-percent sample of all 
deaths occurring in the 50 sutes and the District of Columbia.

Population bases 

The population bases from which death rates shown 
in this report are computed are prepared by chc U.S. Bureau 
of che Census. Rates for 1940, 1950. 1960, 1970, and 1980 
are based on che population enumerated as of .April 1 in 
the censuses of those years. Rates for all other years use 
the estimated midyear (July 1) population. Death rates for 
the United States, individual Stares, and SMS.\’s are based 
on the total resident populations of the respective areas 
Excepc as noted these populations exclude the .%med Forces 
abroad but include the Armed Forces stationed in each areo. 

The resident populations of the birth- and death-rcgisma­
tion Suites for 1900-32 and of the United Scams for 1900-S7 
are shown in cable 7-1. In addition. the population including 
Armed Forces abroad is shown for the LJnired Stares, Ta­

ble B lists the sources for these populations. 
Poptr/arion esrimares for 1987—The population of the 

United States estimated by age, race, and sex for 1987 is

To the extent char che ncc undcrcounc is subscancial 
and chac ic varies among subgroups and geographic areas, 
it may have imporcanc consequences for viral scanstics 
measures.

For chc coral population, undcrcnumcration varied by 
age group, with che grcaccsc differences found for persons 
aged 80-84 and 85 years and over.

Among the age-sex-race groups, covemgc was Iowcsc 
for black males aged 4044 and 4549 years. Undcrcnumcra­
tion for chcsc groups was 19 pcrccnc.

from their original levels; that is, races for those groups 
with chc grcaccst cstimaccd undcrcouncs would show [he 
greaccsc rclacive reductions due co chcse adjuscmcncs. Similar 
CffCCCS would bc evidcnc in chc opposite direction for groups 
with overcouncs. As a consequence, the ratio of morralicy 
bccwcen che mccs for males and females, and bcrsvcen rhc 
mtcs for chc whicc population and the population of ocher 
races, or the black population, usually would bc reduced. 

Similarly, chc differences bcrwcen che dcach rarcs among 
subgoups of the population by cause of dcach would be 
affccccd by adjuscrncncs for ncc census undcrcounu.

U.S. abridged lifccabks areconscmcccd byrefcrence 
coascandard cable (33). Lifctablcs forchedcccnnial period 
1979-81 are used as chcsumdard life cablcsin conscruccing 
che 198M7 abridged life cables. With chc availability of 
chc 197%81 standard life cables, revised life cable values 
were compuccd for 1980-82; these appeared for che first 
cimc in VicalSmistics ofche United Scares, 1983. 

Life cables for chc dcccnnial period 1%9-71 are used 
as chc standard Iifc cables in conscruccing chc 197L79 
abridged life tables. Life cable values for 197&73 were first 
revised in Viral Scwisnks of the United States, 197? before 
1977, life cable values for 197-73 were conscructcd using 
chc 195941 dcccnnial life tables. ln addition, life cable 
values for 1951-59, 1%1+9, and 1971-79 appearing in this 
vohrmc are based on revised inccrccnsal cscimaccs of the 
populations for chose years. As such, chcsc life cable values 
may differ from life cable values for those years published 
in previous vohrmcs.

However, when chc figures arc used 
for analytical purposes, such as chc comparison of rates over 
a cimc period or for diffcrenc areas, che number of events 
chac accually occurred may k considered as onc of a large 
Series of possible rcsul~ chac could have arisen under the 
same circumscanccs (35). The probable range of values may 
be cscimatcd from chc accual figures according co cercain 
scaciscical assumptions. 

In general, discribucions of vital cvcncs may be assumed 
co follow chc binomial disuibution. Estimaccs of standard 
cmor and tests of significance under this assumption arc 
described in most srandard scatiscics CCXLS.When che number 
of cvcncs is large, chc standard cmor, cxprcsscd as a pcrccnc 
of chc number or rate, is usually small. 

When chc number of cvcntx is small (perhaps less than
