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INTRODUCTION 

k Statistical Notes for Health Planners 
No. 6, the uses of cause-specific mortality 
data in health planning were discussed.1 Any 
complete analysis of mortality must include 
an assessment of heart disease mortality. 
Heart disease is the leading cause of death in 

@	 the United States’ with ischemic heart dkease 
(IHD) accounting for nearly 90 percent of the 
deaths in this category.z Deaths in two other 
International Classification of Disease, 
Adapted for Use in the United States (ICDA) 
categories—other heart disease and symptoms 
and ill-defined conditions-are also examined 
in this Note. It was felt that IHD may, in fact, 
be the actual cause of death for some of these 
nonspecific mortality codes (see appendix I). 
Thus if IHD mortality rates seem low where 
less specific disease mortality rates seem high, 
the combined rate may be a better indicator 

z, of the true burden of coronary heart disease 
:, mortality. 

.J Table A shows that IHD accounts for over 
30 percent of ill deaths in the United States. 
Other heart disease and ill-defined conditions 
were coded as the cause of death for’ 2.9 and

1.9 percent, respectively, of zdl deaths in the 
United States in 1977. However, the age-
adjusted IHD death rates are declining (241.6 
in 1968 versus 185.0 in 1977), and death 
rates attributed to the other causes are in-
creasing slightly (table A). 

In table B, the differences in IHD mortal­
ity by age, race, and sex are presented. The 
IHD death rates increase dramaticzdly with 
age in all sex and race groups. The death rate 
for white males ages 65-69 is more than 7 
times greater than that for white males ages 
45-49 (1,349.9 versus 188.3); the death rate 
for white females ages 65-69 is approximately 
14 times greater than that for white females 
ages 45-49 (510.8 versus 36.3). The death 
rate for black males is 4.6 times greater in the 
age group 65-69 years than in the 45-49-year 
age group (1,188.0 versus 255.9), and the 
death rate for black females in thk older age 
group is nearly 6 times higher than in -the 
younger age group (695.2 versus 117.5) 
(table B). 

The IHD death rates for males are greater 
than those for females in all age categories. 
The differential is most pronounced in the 
younger age groups; for example, the white 
male death rate for the age group 35-39 years 
is 5.7 times that of white femzdes (33.1 versus 
5.8), but the male death rate in the oldest age 
group is only 22 percent greater than the

Overall, the age-adjusted death rate for 
white males is slightly greater than that for 
black males, but black females have a 38-
percent higher age-adjusted IHD death rate 
than white females have (164.8 versus 119.0).

Until the age of 65 for males and 80 for 
females, the-age-specific IHD death rates for 
black persons are higher than those for white 
persons. This differential is slightly greater for 
females than for males (table B).

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enormous. Heart conditions are the leading 
causes of activity limitation due to chronic 
disease in this country. Seventeen percent of 
severe activity limitations due to chronic 
conditions can be linked to heart diseases 
The estimated cost of circulatory system 
disease, of which heart disease is the major 
component, was $45.7 billion in fiscal year 
1975. Sixteen billion dollars were spent for 
health care, and $29.7 billion in potential 
earnings were lost due to circulatory system 
morbidity and mortality in 1975.4 

The purpose of this Statistical Note is to 
present heart disease death rates for health 
service “areas(HSA’S). The rates can be used as 
a baseline for assessing the heart disease 
problems in local communities, In particular, 
this information is designed to aid planners 
who are using the algorithms deveIoped by 
the Rand Corporation for specific health 
problems } The goal of these algorithms is “to 
assistHSA’S in obtaining valid and sufficiently 
detailed data that will provide a basis for 
monitoring breakdowns in the heahh care 
systems and to improve pkmning decisions 
aimed at preventing such breakdowns. Thk 
should, in turn, affect population health 
status in the planning area.”~ 

The algorithms are divided into four eval­
uation phases: problem recognition, problem 
analysis, problem solution, and problem re-
assessment.5 Data presented in this Statistical 
Note can be used in the problem-recognition 
phase of the Rand algorithm. 

PRESENTATION OF THE DATA 

Age-sex- and race-specific death rates for 
each HSA are presented in the computer 
printouts for the following causes: 

(1)	 Ischemic heart disease (I~DA 410-
413) 

b~gonthms for infant mortality, breast cancer 
mortality, heart attack rnortali~, preventable death 
and disease, and hypertension were produced by the 
Rand Corporation. 

(2) Other heart disease (ICDA 420-429) 

(3)	 Symptoms and ill-defined conditions 
(ICDA 780-796) 

Rates are presented for ages 35-74 years. 

Explanation of the Printout 

There are three computer printouts, one 
for each cause-of-death category. Each print-
out presents four sets of age-specific death 
rates as well as the number of observed deaths 
for each HSA for white males (wM), whte 
females (WF), black males, (BM), and black 
females (BF). The four age groups used are: 
35-44, 45-54, 55-64, 65-74. Death rates for 
IHD, other heart disease, and iI1-defined con­
ditions were not avaiIable for other races 
(Native Americans, Chinese, etc.) from the 
data tapes used to generate these tables and 
printouts. The age-specific death rates are 
calculated as the average annual number of 
deaths per 10,000 population, using deaths 
from 1968-72 and the 1970 population. 

In addition, the standardized mortality 
ratio (SMR) over the entire 35-74year age 
span is given.b This SMR is calculated using 
the 1968-72 U.S. death rates for each cause, 
age, race, and sex (see table C) as the standard 
rates. The SMR is presented in the printout as 
the ratio of the observed number of deaths to 
the expected number of deaths multiplied by 
100.


For example, suppose an HSA had the 
male population and number of deaths as 
shown in table D. Using the age-sex-race 
specific IHD mortality rates for the United 
States presented in table C, the expected 
number of deaths can be computed for this 
HSA. 

For white males, the expected number of 
deaths is: 

- (90.7 X 8.4+ 89.5X 33.5+ 71.7X 91.0+ 37.7X 204.6)= 1>800 

For black males, the expected number of 
deaths is: 

- (28.0 X 13.6+ 29.8X 42.6+ 26.0X 97.7+ 16.1 X 193.5)= 730.5

The SMR’S imply that in this HSA there were 
25 percent m&e deaths among white males 
than expected and 6.4 percent fewer deaths 
among black males than expected. It should 
be noted that the SMR’S for white and black 
persons are not directly comparable because 
they are computed using different standard 
rates. In fact, the age-specific rates in table C 
show that IHD mortality rates are greater for 
black males than those for white males under 
the age of 65. The SMR’S computed here 
indicate that white males in this HSA have 
higher IHD mortality than U.S. white males 
have. (NOTE: Local health planners may wish 
to ‘use other comparison groups to evaluate 
the SMR’S. For instance, the national SMR

for both races, or SMR’S for regional groups 
of HSA’S, could be used. The use of separate 
standard death rates for SMR’S for white and 
black persons provides a quick method of 
letting an HSA see how its experience reIated 
to a comparable national ‘rate. In theory, the 
mortality rates achieved by the white popula­
tion should also be achievable for the black 
population, unless genetic factors play a 

major role in differences in the rate-specific 
incidence of heart disease.) 

Although confidence Iimits for rates and 
SMR’S are not given in the computer print-
outs, they can be easily calculated.G The �standard error of each rate or SMR is:

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Confidence limits are most important when 
the death rates are based on fewer than 100 
deaths. In these situations it is possible that a 
rate that appears to be high may in fact have a 
very wide confidence interval. 

USE OF THE DATA 

In table C, the age-sex-race-specific death 
rates for IIIll, other heart disease, and ill-
defined conditions are presented for the U.S. 
popdation for 1968 -72.- The rates for the 
black population are higher than the rates for 
the white population in each comparable age-
sex category for all conditions (except for 
IHD, males aged 65-74). MortaIity rates for 
black persons with other diseases of the heart 
are two times greater than those for white 
persons. The differential for ill-defined condi­
tions is even larger. Mortality rates for black 
persons are at least four times greater than 
those for white persons in all age-sex cate­
gories. 

Tables E-G present the percentile distribu­
tions of the cause-specific death rates for 
IHD, other heart disease, and ill-defined con­
ditions by HSA. In order to eliminate the 
effect of umstablerates that result from small 
numbers of deaths, only those HSA’S with 25 
or more expected deaths (assuming the U.S. 
death rates applied) in each cause-age-race-sex 
combination are included in that distribution. 
In table E, for example, the distribution for 
black males ages 35-44 years is based on only 
67 of the 202 HSA’S. 

Tables C and E-G are presented so that 
local health planners can see how heart 
disease death rates in their communities com­
pare with national death rates and how their 
HSA compares with other HSA’S throughout 
the country. 

It is useful to begin analysis of the death 
rates for a particular HSA by examining the 
SMR’S given in the computer printout. If the 
SMR’S indicate excess mortality, one can then 
go further to analyze the age-specific rates. 
Two examples follow. 

Example 1: Delaware 

.Let us first consider white males in 
Delaware. (This is an HSA covering an entire 

State.) The SMR for I.HI) is 117.6, which 
suggests that Delaware has 17.6 percent more 
IHD deaths than expected based on the U.S. 
rates {printout 1, p. 23). Table E shows that 
more than 90 percent of the HSA’s had lower 
rates. White males in Delaware also had much 
lower rates in the other heart disease 
(SMR = 73.5) and ill-defined conditions 
(SMR = 21.8) categories (printout 2, p. 74 
and printout 3, p. 125). 

In order to estimate what part of the 
excess IHD mortality ma; be attributed to 
inaccuracies in diagnosis or variation in certifi­
cation procedures, the excess deaths from 
IHD should be compared with the deficit in 
the other two categories. There were 2,605 
IHD deaths with an SMR of 117.6 among 
white males in Delaware. The expected num­
ber of IHD deaths would be 2,605/1.176 = 
2,215.1. This means that there were 389.9 
excess DID deaths. The expected numbers of 
deaths for the other two causes were 
79/0.735 = 107.5 for other heart disease and 
14/0.21 8 = 64.2 for iI1-defined conditions 
(printout 2, p. 74 and printout 3, p. 125). 
Thus there was a deficit of 28.5 deaths for 
other heart disease and 50.2 deaths for 
ill-defined conditions, or a total deficit of 
78.7 deaths. If it is assumed that 78.7 of the 
389.9 excess IHD deaths should have been 
coded to one of these two categories based on 
national rates, the number of excess IHD 
deaths would be reduced to 311.2. Thus a 
type of “corrected” SMR can be calculated as:

It is therefore quite likely ‘that Delaware has 
excess IHD mortality even after potential 
geographic differences in certification or diag­
nostic practices are taken into account. Simi­
lar calculations for the other sex-race groups 
result in comparably small reductions in the 
SMR for white females (from 126.4 to 
123.5). Fm- the black population, the reduc­
tions are greater: from 149.3 to 136.1 for 
black males and from 130.6 to 117.5 for 
black females. In all cases, however, the 
corrected SMR’S still suggest excess IHD 
mortality, near or above the 90th percentile 
among all HSA’S.

However, the SMR’S for other heart 
disease and ~-defined conditions in Alabama 
(HSA 1) are considerably higher than ex­
pected. This raises the possibility that the low 
IHD rates are due to diagnostic classification 
practices that put IHD diagnoses into these 
two other categories. In order to assess this 
possibility, it should be considered whether 
the excess deaths in these categories could 
raise the IHD death rates substantially. 

~ For white males, there were 576 deaths 
assigned to the other heart disease category 
with an SMR of 421.5. The expected number 
of deatks was 576/4.215 = 136.7 (printout 2, 
p. 65). Thus there were 439.3 excess deaths 
in this category. Similarly, there were 152.6 
excess deaths in the ilI-defined conditions 
category (printout 3, p. 116).

SMR for white females indicates less IHD 
mortality than expected. 

For black males, the observed SMR of 
79.3 increases to 124.3 when all the excess 
other heart disease and ilI-defined conditions 
deaths are assigned to IHD. When half the ex­
cess deaths are included in IHD, the SMR be-
comes 101.8. For IHD among black females, 
the observed SMR of 93.5 increases to 106.9 
when half the excess deaths are included and 
120.3 when all the excess deaths are included. 

In summary, the large excess mortality 
assigned to other heart disease and ill-defined 
conditions makes it difficult to determine 
whether there is excess IHD mortality in 
Alabama (HSA 1). Among white females, it 
is clear that IHD mortality is no greater than 
mortality at the national level. For white 
males, the rates may be somewhat below but 

are certainly not substantially higher than the 
national average. 

Interpreting the heart disease rates for the 
black population in Alabama (HSA 1) is more 
difficult. The SMR’S for IHD indicate that the 
rates are lower than the national average; 
however, some of the excess number of”

one consequence of this’ -iiiaTysu IS tliat 
planners in the Alabama HSA may want to 
consult Iocal authorities in heart disease mor­
tality coding–clinicians, epidemiologists, and 
medical records specialists-to see whether 
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regional variation in coding or in actual dis­
ease rates has been previously documented. 
This problem seems to be widespread in Ala­
bama. In Alabama (HSA 3), white male deaths 
were eight times more likely than the national 
average to be coded as ill-defined conditions. 
Thus regional variation in certification and 
diagnostic practices may yield differences in 
the observed disease rates. Some issues con­
cerning death certification practices and the 
accuracy of diagnoses as potential sources of 
bias in heart disease mortality are presented 
in appendix 1. 

In general, the implication of these two 
examples is that planners should carefully 
examine total heart disease death rates as 
well as the cause-specific rates in order to get 
a complete picture of the heart disease prob­
lem in their communities. 

SUMMARY 

Heart disease is a major cause. of death 
and disability in the United States. Further-
more, the economic costs associated with 
heart disease are enormous. In order for 
HSA’S to become more involved with plan­
ning and evaluation of services that ultimately 
reduce the burden of this iIlness, baseline 

data on the extent of the problem in each 
community are needed. This Note presents 
such baseline data in the form of age-sex-race 
specific mortality rates for ischemic heart dis­
ease, other heart diseases, and iJJ-defined con­
ditions for all of the HSA’S in the United 
States. 

Some suggestions about the use of the 
data are also presented. Among these are: an 
examination of the SMR’S for ischemic heart 
disease, other heart disease, and ill-defined 
conditions; an assessment of the stability of 
the SMR’S and age-specific rates through the 
computation of confidence intervals; a calcu­
lation of the expected number of deaths 
(either excess or deficit) in the three cate­
gories; and a comparison of the local heart 
disease mortaIity rates with other HSA’S in 
the country using the age-race-sex specific 
rates (table B) and the percentile distributions 
(tables E-G). 

As seen in table A, hear.. disease mortality 
has been declining since 1968. Since the na­
tional rates are changing rapidly, it is impor­
tant that health pkmners have information on 
trends in their locaI areas. State hezdth depart­
ments may be able to provide the data neces­
sary to determine whether the trends at the 
local level–for an HSA or its subareas-are 
similar to the current national pattern.

KuHer et al. are concerned with the proc­
ess of death certification in cases of sudden 
death. They suggest that: “It is possible that 
geographic differences in arteriosclerotic heart 
disease [ICDA, 7th revision, 420] death rates 
may reflect differences in the frequency with 
which sudden deaths are certified as caused 
by arteriosclerotic heart disease. . . . Also 
within any geographic area, the relationship 
of arteriosclerotic heart disease death rates to 
such factors as socioeconomic status, race, 
and occupation may be affected by the pro-
portion, of sudden deaths certified as having 
been due to arteriosclerotic heart disease.”10 

Accuracy of Heart Disease Diagnosis 

With regard to accuracy of diagnosis, 
there is also some evidence that there are vari­
ations among subcategories of diagnosis. For 
instance, James, Patton, and Heslin found that 
of the 276 deaths classified as coronary heart 
disease, on autopsy 75 (27 percent) were due 
to other causes.11 However, 66 deaths attrib­
uted to other causes should have been classi­
fied as heart disease, a net change of 3.3 per-
cent. Beadenkopf and his coworkers make a 
similar point in their study of 611 consecu­
tively autopsied individuals (45 years of age 
and older) who died at Albany Medical Center 
Hospital, Albany, N.Y., between March 1955 
and September 1957.1 Z Autopsy findings 
confirmed 82 percent of the death certificates 
reporting arteriosclerotic heart disease. How-
ever, arteriosclerotic heart disease is listed on 
the death certificate for only 50 percent of 
the autopsied individuals with infarction or 
coronary thrombosis. Sauer and Enterline 
conclude that “in general, errors in cause-of-
death entries on death certificates tend to be 
compensatory, so that for major groupings 
such as cardiovascular diseases or coronary 
heart d+ease net errors in the counts are 
possibly less than 7 percent .“l 3 

One factor that may play a part in accu­
racy of diagnoses is ‘the difference in terminol­
ogy used in certifying deaths, particularly in 
older age groups. A Public Health Service 
Study reported that such differences may be 
responsible for some, of the heart disease 

mortality differentials among regions of the

country.1 4 �
In a survey study, Moriyama and his col­
leagues reviewed a national- sample of 1,362 
cardiovascular renal deaths.15 From informa­
tion gained from questionnaires sent to medi­
cal certifiers, the researchers felt that 70-75 
percent of cardiovascular diagnoses were 
probably correct. Within this general heading, 
74 percent of the arteriosclerotic heart disease 
diagnoses seemed appropriate, but only about 
50 percent of other heart disease diagnoses 
were considered to be reasonably supported 
by diagnostic information from questionnaire 
response. 

The implication here is that heart disease 
diagnoses may not be very accurate. One 
quarter of the cardiovascular disease mortality 
in the United States cannot be verified 
through questionnaires; in particular, about 
half of the diagnoses of “other heart disease” 
cannot be confirmed using criteria established 
in this survey. 

“What are the implications of these studies 
for health planners and researchers? For local 
health pl~ners in particular, caution must 
be exercised when comparing small area 
cause-specific mortality data with. data from 
other regions of the country. Variation in 
death certification practices coupled with 
potential differences in accuracy of diagnosis 
may lead to “biased” estimates of cause-
specific death rates. The solution is to aggre­
gate categories. However, there is a price paid 
in lost precision; that is, not all people with 
ill-defined conditions have heart disease, and 
treating them as such may not be appropriate. 
As can be seen, there are trade-offs involved. 
If faced with these issues, planners may want 
to consider the pattern of rates–are all cate­
gories of heart disease death rates higher than 
the rates of a comparison group, or are some 
rates higher and others lower? Are the rates in 
the comparison population liable to be “more ? 

“accurate’.’? That is, is the autopsy rate 
higher, or are a greater proportion of deaths 
certified by attending physicians? Finally, 
consultation with the local medical and epi­
demiologic experts might provide information 
about local variations in diagnosis or certifica­
tion practices.
