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MORTALITY FROM CANCER AND OTHER MALIGNANT TUMORS IN THE.
REGISTRATION AREA OF THE UNITED STATES: 1914.

INTRODUCTION.

This monograph presents, in greater detail than
heretofore shown in the annual mortality reports of
the Bureau of the Census, statistics of deaths occurring
in the registration area of the United States during
the calendar year 1914 and reported as due to cancer
and other malignant tumors. The preparation of this
monograph was authorized by the Director of the Cen-
sus on October 17, 1914, in compliance with the sug-
gestion of a number of the foremost students of the
cancer problem and at the request of the American
Society for the Control of Cancer. Therequest of this
society was made in pursuance of the following reso-
tion, adopted at a meeting of the executive committee
on February 7, 1914:

Resolved, That the executive committee of the Amer-
ican Society for the Control of Cancer respectfully sug-

gests to the Director of the United States Census that
the division of vital statistics be instructed to publish

hereafter, in the annual volume on mortality sfatistics, '

a more detailed statement of the deaths from cancer
and other malignant tumors, as reported for the regis-
tration area of the United States, and in accordance
with the details as given in the second revision of the
Manual of the International List of Causes of Death,
pages 63-66, inclusive.

It was deemed advisable, however, to publish this
detailed statement in the form of a separate mon-
ograph, in order not to cause too great a delay in
the publication of the annual report on mortality
statistics.

CLASSIFICATION - ACCORDING TO LOCATION.

In the preparation of the accompanying tables the
bureau has subdivided the seven titles of the Inter-
national List of Causes of Death, covering the subject
of cancer, so that the statistics show the mortality
from cancer and other malignant growths,' classified
according to location, under 29 separate headings.
It was suggested by a member of the Society for the
Control of Cancer that two sets of statistics should be
presented, showing (@) growths of which the existence
and malignant nature were reasonably certain on the
basis of autopsies, surgical operations, microscopica]
examinations, or accessibility to ebservation by reason
of exposed situations; and () those of which identifi-
cation as malignant tumors was uncertain, that is,
internal cancers and other malignant growths, diag-
noses of which were based on clinical findings only.
This suggestion was adopted.

*The term ‘‘ cancer,’”” as used throughout this monograph, in-
cludes “ other malignant tumors.”

PROPORTION OF TRANSCRIPTS WHICH CONTAINED
NEEDED INFORMATION.

The first step in preparation for the tabulation was
to make an estimate of the percentage of the tran-
scripts, as received by the Census Bureau, which con-
tained the desired information. It was estimated that
at least 50,000 deaths in the registration area would -
be reported during the year 1914 as due to cancer. .
About 2;000 transcripts from several registration
states were examined and it was found that in less
than 2 per cent of the cases was the fact of autopsy
mentioned, that about 9 per cent of the transcripts
contained the information that surgical operations
had been performed, and that in practically no cases
was it stated that the diagnosis was based on clinical
findings. For the entire 50,000 cases, there would thus
be, on the basis of the data on the 2,000 transcripts of
death certificates examined, about 11 per cent, or ap-
proximately 5,500, in which surgical operations or
autopsies had been performed. Using as a criterion
the mortality statistics for 1913, it was estimated that
about 8,500 deaths would be reported as due to cancer
or malignant tumors of the bucecal cavity, skin, and
breast, all so situated that no mistake would be prob-
able in diagnosis, and that these, therefore, could be
classified as of reasonably certain malignancy. There
would thus be a total of approximately 14,000 cases in
which the diagnosis could be safely accepted as ‘‘rea-
sonably certain,” leaving some 36,000 in which it was
necessary for the Bureau of the Census to communicate
with the attending physicians in order to ascertain
whether the diagnoses were based on clinical findings
or on autopsies, or whether surgical operations had
been performed.

CIRCULAR LETTER TO PHYSICIANS.

The following circular letter was, therefore, prepared
and sent to over 35,000 physicians, and it is gratifying
to be able to state that replies were received from
about 80 per cent of them. In this connection it
should be borne in mind that in many cases the deaths
occurred nine or ten months prior to their receipt of
the letters. .

As 3 result of this investigation, the bureau was
able to compile 30,555 deaths, or 58.3 per cent of the
total, under the caption ‘‘Diagnosis reasonably cer-
tain’’; 14,404, or 27.5 per cent, under ‘‘Diagnosis un-
certain”; and 7,461, or 14.2 per cent, under ‘‘Diag-
nosis unknown.”

vention? In either case the seat of the disease should also be stated.
Any further data which you care to give may be written on the
reverse side of the transcript. .

The information will be treated as strictly confidential and used
. for statistical purposes only. I feel assured that your interest in
advancing the scientific study of this subject will prompt you to
aid the bureau in this great work, the success of which is entirely
dependent upon the cooperation of American physicians.

rompt return of the information desired, by means of inclosed
penalty envelope, which requires no postage, will be greatly appre-
ciated, as we are now compiling these returns.

The Bureau of the Census takes this occasion to
express its sincere appreciation of the interest and
courtesy shown by so many thousands of physicians in
their replies. It was necessary in many cases to con-
sult records which were months old; in others certifi-
cates had been signed by doctors who had answered
calls in the absence of the regular inedical attendants,
but who either referred the bureau to the latter or ob-
tained from them the case histories. Many replies
were accompanied by extracts from hospital records,
nurses’ charts, and even photographs of the growths.
Deserving of special thanks are two cases in which
widows of deceased physicians sent extracts from case
histories as found in their records.

In editing the replies of the physicians a consid-
erable number of cases were noted of which the
following is an example: The return was ‘“cancer of
the liver.” The physician replying to the Census
Bureau inquiry as to basis of diagnosis stated that,
so far as the liver was concerned, the diagnosis was
purely clinical, but that prior to this a cancer of the
breast had been excised; or that the decedent had
suffered for years from a malignant tumor of the
rectum, the uterus, the axilla, the face, or some other
“visible or accessible” organ or member. The
bureau in classifying such a case was therefore con-
fronted with this situation: (a) The existence of cancer
was certain or ‘‘reasonably certain” in the visible
or accessible organ or member; (b) the existence of
cancer in the inaccessible organ was confirmed by
clinical symptoms only; (c) the executive council of
the American Society for the Control of Cancer, in
conjunction with representatives of other interested
organizations and persons, had recommended ‘ that
all diagnoses of inaccessible cancer based on clinical

findings alone should be referred to the ‘uncertain

T

class’ regardless of any strength of assertion by the
physician that the diagnosis was correct.”

Under these conditions it was decided to classify
the death as one caused by cancer of the visible or
accessible organ, it being deemed better to establish
as nearly as possible the number of deaths in which
it was ‘‘reasonably certain” that the cause was
cancer, than to tabulate under the head of cancer
of any gwen organ deaths which were declared by
the society to be uncertain as to cause by reason of the
fact that the diaghosis was based on clinical findings
only. In former years, however, such a death, classi-
fied on the basis of the original unamended statement,
would have been charged to cancer of the inaccessible
organ; and it may be that the number of changes in
this respect will be sufficient to influence the rate for
Title 44 (Cancer of the skin) and Title 43 (Cancer of
the breast).

CLASSIFICATION AS TO DIAGNOSIS.

Deaths covered by the following classes of cases
were compiled under the caption, ‘“Diagnosis reason-
ably certain’:

(a) ALl cases of external cancers, including those assignable to
Title No. 43 (Cancer of breast); to Title No. 44 (Cancer of

skin); and to the majority of the terms under subtitle X of
Title No. 45 {Cancer of other organs or of organs not speci-

fied).

(b) All cases of cancers in cavities of the body or in organs that can
be seen and examined without operative measures; e. g.,
those assignable to Title No. 39 (Cancer of the buccal cav-
ity); to Title No. 41, subtitle C (Cancer of rectum and
anus); to Title No. 42, subtitle B (Cancer of the uterus); to
Title No. 42, subtitle C (Cancer of vagina and vulva); to
Title No. 45, subtitle A (Cancer of larynx); and to a few
terms under subtitle X of Title No. 45 (Cancer of other
organs or of organs not specified.

{(¢) All cases in which diagnosis was confirmed by surgical inter-
vention (including exploratory operations).

(d) All cases in which diagnosis was confirmed by microscopic

(e) ALl cases il.bl which diagnosis was confirmed by post-mortems,
autopsies, or necropsies, N
The following cases were compiled under ¢ Diagnosis
uncertain’’:

All cases in which death was ascribed to malignant growths of organs
or paris of the body that are inaccessible except through opera-
tive measures, and in which no operative measures were em-
ployed, no microscopic examinations were made, and no post-
mortems, autopsies, or necropsies were performed.

Under this heading are included cases where
growths were inaccessible, no operative measures
were employed, and the diagnoses were based on
clinical findings only, even though they were con-
curred in by consultants, and even though physicians
of most eminent professional standing positively
asserted that they were sure of their diagnoses.
This has been done on the earnest recommendation
of the American Society for the Control of Cancer.

Under “Diagnosis unknown’ were compiled—

'All those cases concerning which correspondence with physicians

was necessary to determine whether diagnosis was reasonably
certain or was uncertain, and concerning which no replies were
received to the communications of the Bureau of the Census.

THE REGISTRATION AREA.

GROWTH OF THE REGISTRATION AREA: 1880 TO 1914.

The series of annual mortality reports began with
that for the calendar year 1900, following the series
of decennial reports, which began with the report of
the Seventh Census, for 1850, and terminated with
that of the Twelfth Census, for the year ended May 31,
1900. These decennial reports were compiled from
data obtained by the population enumerators and
related to the United States as a whole; and for the
years 1880 and 1890 additional reports, relating only
to the registration area and based on returns from
registration officials, were also published.

The registration area for deaths was established in
1880, and then comprised the states of Massachusetts
and New Jersey, the Distriet of Columbia, and a num-
ber of cities in nonregistration states, the population
of the entire area being 8,538,366, or 17 per cent of the
total population of the United States. Connecticut,
Delaware, New Hampshire, New York, Rhode Island,
and Vermont, and a number of cities in nonregistra-
tion states were added in 1890, nearly doubling the
percentage of population included (31.4). In 1900,
for the census year ended May 31, two more states,
Maine and Michigan, and a number of cities in non-
registration states were brought into the area and
Delaware was dropped, the percentage of population
included being thereby increased to 37.9.

With the beginning of the annual mortality re-
ports—the first of which, as already stated, related
to the calendar year 1900—and the discontinuance of
the decennial series, Indiana became a registration
state, and the percentage of population included in the
registration area was raised to 40.5.

Thereafter there was little or no increase in the area
until 1906, when California, Colorado, Maryland, Penn-
sylvania, and South Dakota (since discontinued) were
admitted, bringing the percentage up to 48.9. The
next addition was in 1908, when Washington and Wis-

" consin became registration states, and at last over
one-half of the population of the United States (52.5
per cent, according to the estimates for that year) was
included in the area. The proportion continued to
increase with the admission of Ohio in 1909 ; Minnesota,
Montana, Utah, and the North Carolina municipal-
ities which in 1900 had 1,000 or more inhabitants, in
1910; Kentucky and Missouri in 1911; Virginia in
1913; and Kansas in 1914, in which year the estimated
population of the registration area represented 66.8
per cent of the total for the United States.

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EXTENT OF THE REGISTRATION AREA IN 1914.

The registration area in 1914 was composed of 25
states, the District of Columbia, and 32 cities in non-
registration states. Included among the registration
states, however, is North Carolina, the returns from
which relate only to the municipalities having 1,000
population and over in 1910. These states and cities
were admitted to the registration area only after it
appeared, from such evidence as was available, that
their returns were approximately complete; that is to
say, that at least 90 per cent of all deaths were prop-
erly. recorded under state law or municipal ordinance
and that transcripts of the records were furnished the
Bureau of the Census.

Of the 52,420 deaths reported in the registration
area in 1914 as caused by cancer and other malignant
tumors, 21,282, or 40.6 per cent, were of -males, and
31,138, or 59.4 per cent, were females; and 50,515, or

96.4 per cent, the, and 1,905, or 3.6 per cent,
were colored persons. The deaths of colored persons
comprised 1,824 Negroes (or 3.5 per cent of the total
reported for both white and colored), 40 Chinese, 17
Japanese, and 22 Indians and 2 other colored.

DEATHS AND CRUDE DEATH RATES.

The total number of deaths due to cancer and other
malignant tumors returned from the registration area
of the United States for the year 1914 was 52,420.
The estimated midyear population of this area was
65,989,295, or 66.8 per cent of the total estimated
population of the United States. The cancer deathrate
for the year was therefore 79.4 per 100,000 of popula-~
tion, the highest on record since the establishment of
the registration area in 1880. '

The death rates given in this monograph, except in
thetableonpage 16, arewhat areknown as‘ crude ’rates

1 Census year ended May 31.

The death rate from cancer for 1914, 79.4 per 100,000
population, represented a very slight increase over that
for the preceding year, 78.9. This very slight increase,
which prevailed in each of the main subdivisions of
the registration area—that is, in registration states,
in the rural territory in the registration states,
taken as a whole, in the urban territory in the regis-
tration states, taken as a whole, in the registration
cities outside the registration states, taken as a group,
and in all registration cities, taken as a group—was
not due to changes in the extent of the area, since the
rate for Kansas, the only state added for 1914, was
but 61.3, considerably less than that for the area as
a whole.

High and low rates for stafes—Among the registra-
tion states the highest rate (109.9) was that for Ver-
mont, which state also had the maximum rate in 1913.
In Maine the rate was 107.6; in Massachusetts, 101.2;
in New Hampshire, 100.8; and in California, 97.9.
The same five states showed the highest rates in 1913,
although not in the same order. The lowest rate
among the registration states in 1914 was that for
Utah, 45.8; next in order were Kentucky, with 46;
Virginia, with 48.9; Montana, with 51.5; and North
Carolina, with 57.8. (For the last-named state the
figures relate only to municipalities having 1,000 or
more inhabitants in 1910.)

High and low rates for cities—Among the cities of
100,000 population or over in 1910, the highest five
death rates for cancer in 1914 were shown for the fol-
lowing: Albany, 146.7; San Francisco, 128.4; Bos-
ton, 118.7; New Haven, 113.5; and Worcester, 111.6.
The lowest five rates were those for Birmingham, 46.3;
Fall River, 55.8; Atlanta, 59.1; Scranton, 60.1; and
Milwaukee, 69.4.



SUMMARY AND ANALYSIS OF STATISTICS.

COrude rates for different localities noncomparable.—
The bureau wishes to repeat in this report the warning
which it has given in its annual mortality reports, with
reference to the incomparability of the crude death
rates for cancer in different localities, due to the fact
that in the computation of these rates no account is
taken of the sex, age, and color distribution of the pop-
ulation or of the matter of residence or nonresidence of

"decedents in the localities in which death occurred.
The distribution according to residence or nonresidence
is especially important, since a relatively high rate for
a given city may be caused largely by deaths of non-
residents who come to the city for hospital treatment.
The color distribution also has a material effect on the
rate, since colored persons are apparently less suscepti~
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ble to cancer than are white persons, for which reason
the states and cities in which the colored population is
relatively large do not, as a rule, have as high rates as
those places in which the populatmn of this class is
small or negligible.

Of the 52,420 deaths caused by cancer, 19,889, or
37.9 per cent, were assigned to the title heading,
“Cancer of the stomach and liver,” and 8,152, or 15.6
per cent, to the heading, ‘‘ Cancer and other malignant
tumors of the female genital organs.” It will thus be
seen that well over half of all deaths classified as due
to cancer resulted from cancers of the organs named.

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Of all deaths charged to cancer, 31,138 were those
of females, as compared with 21,282 deaths of males.
Under four of the seven headings deaths of males pre-
dominate; but those of females are so largely in excess
among deaths assignable to the headings, ‘“‘Cancer and
other malignant tumors of the peritoneum, intestines,

and rectum’’ and ‘“Cancer and other malignant tumors
of the breast,” that, taken with the 8,152 assigned to
“Cancer and other malignant tumors of the female
genital organs,” they bring the total for females far
in excess of that for males. This is a condition which
prevails year after year.

The crude death rates per 100,000 population from
cancer, for each of the years 1900 to 1914, for the
registration area of the United States and for certain
foreign countries, are shown in the following table.

The rates for foreign countries were computed by the
Bureau of the Census and were based on the popula-
tion and deaths as given in the Annual Report of the
Registrar-General of England and Wales, 1914.
