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Preparation of the life tables 


Robert J. Armstrong of the Division of Vital Statistics, 
National Center for Health Statistics, developed the content of 
the life tables and the methodology to produce them. He was 
also responsible for coordinating all the activities of the Social 
Security Administration, the U.S. Bureau of the Census, and 
the various components of the National Center for Health Sta­
tistics that contributed to the production of these life tables. 

Nonie Atkinson of the Office of Research and Methodology 
was responsible for the overall computer systems analysis and 
design, and played a major role in writing the programs to 
produce the life tables and their variances. 

Anne K. Stratton of the Computer Applications Staff of 
the Division of Vital Statistics coordinated all data processing 
and developed computer processes which eased the workload 
of the actuarial statistician and the Publications Branch. She 

also provided major programming support in summarizing data 
basic to the calculation of the life tables.

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Delaware Life Tabks: 
1979-81 

Explanation of the State tables 

This report containsthe 1979-8 1 life tables and standard 
error tablesfor this State. Other publicationsin this decennial 
seriespresentlife ‘tables for the United States and the other 
individual States.Each of thesereports shows life tables cal­
culatedfor the white population,the populationotherthanwhite, 
and the black population separatelyby sex and for both sexes 
combined.Also includedare life tablesfor the total population, 
for total males, and for total females.Life tables, however,for 
any racial group in a State are not being publishedwhen the 
total number of deathsfor either males or femalesduring the 
3-yearperiod is lessthan 700. 

The tables are based on the 1980 Censusof Population 
andon the averageannualnumberof residentdeathsduringthe 
3-year period 1979-81. In deriving life table values at ages 
under2, reportedbirths for the years 1977-81 have also been 
used.Mortality rates(proportionsdying) at ages95 and over 
are based on the experienceof the Medicare program of the 
Social Security Administration. These rates are differentiated 
by race and sex but not by State. Values at ages85-94 have 
also been adjustedto provide a smooth transition betweenthe 
mortality rates basedon the censusand registereddeathsand 
thosederivedfrom the Medicareprogram.Thereforethe figures 
at ages85 and abovemay fail to reflect adequatelyvariation in 
mortality amongthe States.Suchvariation, however,is in gen­
eral smallerthan differencesassociatedwith race and sex. The 
population and death statistics at agesunder 85 are known to 
be subjectto certainerrors,but thesewere not consideredto be 
seriousenoughto requireadjustmentprior to the calculation of 
the life tables. However, in someinstancesfluctuations due to 
the small volumeof data’producedanomalouslife-table values, 
which were,eliminated by minor redistribution of deaths by 
age. 

A separatereport, in this seriesof 55 reports,describesthe 
methodsandformulasby which the nationaland Statelife tables 
were prepared,and an explanationof the columns of the life 
table precedesthe tablesin this Statereport. 

The life table assumesthat a hypothetical cohort traced 
from birth until the deathof the last survivor is subjectthrough­
out its existenceto the ageby agemortality ratesobservedin a 
certain populationor population subdivisionduring a specified 
period. For example,table 3 is a lie table for females.This 
table showsthe progressof a cohort startingwith 100,000 live 
births and subjectduring its passagethrough successiveyears 
of age to the averageannual mortality rates observedamong 
femalesin this Statein the 3-year period1979-81. 

Column 7 of table 3 showsthe averagenumberof yearsof 
life remainingto thosein the cohort who attain eachbirthday. 

This averageremaining lifetime is commonly called the ex­
pectationof life, and the expectationof life at bii is frequently 
used as a measureof comparativelongevity. According to the 
1979-81 life tables for this State, the expectation of life at 
birth is 69.56 yearsfor total males and 76.78 for total females. 
Among the 50 States and the District of Columbia in the ex­
pectationof life at birth for the total population,this Stateranks 
40th. 

The rankingtable showsthe averagelifetime (or expectation 
of life at birth) by race and sex for the populationof the United 
States,each State, and the District of Columbia. 

Theselife tables are basedon a completecount of resident 
deathsin this State during the 3 years 1979,1980, and 1981. 
As such,they arenot subjectto samplingerror. However, even 
completecounts may be consideredas one of a large seriesof 
possibleresultsthat could have arisenunder the samecircum­
stances.This type of variation is known as random error. The 
readershouldrememberthat the standarderrors shownin this 
report reflect this randomerror only. Other errors such as mis­
reporting ageon death certificates or in the censusare not re­
flected in them. 

Standarderrors of the probability of dying and of life ex­
pectancy are being shown with these life tables for the first 
time. In both casesthe standard errors contain one decimal 
placemore than the correspondingvariable in the life tables.In 
computing confidenceintervals the limits are rounded to the 
samenumberof decimal placesthat the variable has in the lie 
table. 

To obtain a 68-percentconfidenceinterval for the prob­
ability of dying at any age,take the point estimatefrom column 
2 of the appropriatelife table and add and subtractone standard 
error (from the Standard Errors of ‘the Probability of Dying 
table). The 95-percentconfidenceinterval is obtainedby adding 
and subtracting two standarderrors. For example, the prob­
ability that a 50-year-oldwhite female will die beforeher 5 1st 
birthday is .00434 with a standarderror of JO07 14. Therefore 
the 68-percent confidenceinterval is from JO363 to .00505 
andthe 95-percentconfidenceintervalis from .00291 to .00577. 
The life expectancy of a 50-year-old white female is 30.20 
years with a standarderror of .137 years.The 68:percentcon­
fidenceinterval for the life expectancyis thereforefrom 30.06 
to 30.34 years and the 95-percentwnfidence interval is from 
29.93 to 30.47 years. 

Explanation of the columns of the life table 

Column l-Year of age (x to x -l- 1)-The year of age 
shown in column 1 is the interval of 1 year betweenthe two 
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exact agesindicated.For instance,“21-22” indicatesthe in­
terval betweenthe 21st birthday and the 22d, in other words, 
the 22d year of life. 

Cohmn 2-Proportion dying (q,)-This column shows 
the proportion of the membersof the life-table cohort alive at 
the beginningof the indicatedyear of agewho will die before 
reachingthe next birthday on the basisof the mortality ratesof 
1979-81 in this State.For example,for femalesin the year of 
age 21-22, the proportion dying is .00047-of every 1,000 
reachingtheir 2 1st birthday, 0.47 will die beforereachingtheir 
22d birthday. 

Column j-Number surviving (Q-This column shows 
the numberof persons,starting with a cohort of 100,000 live 
births, who will survive to the birthday marking the beginning 
of the indicatedyear of age.Thus of 100,000babiesborn alive 
in the cohort of table 3,98,786 will completethe fast year of 
life andenterthe second,98,055 will reachage21, and64,551 
will live to age75. 

Column 4-Number dying (Q-This column showsthe 
numberdying in the indicatedyearof ageof 100,000live births. 
Thus out of 100,000born alive in the cohort of table 3, 1,214 
will die in the first year of life, 46 in the 22d year, and 2,522 in 
the 76th year.Each figurein column4 is the differencebetween 
two successivefiguresin column 3. 

Columns 5 and 6-Stationary population (Lx and T,)-
Supposethat a groupof 100,000personslike that assumedin 
columns 3 and 4 is born each year and that the proportion 
dying in each such group in each year of agethroughoutthe 
lives of the membersis exactly that shownin column 2. If there 
wereno migrationandif the births wereevenlydistributedover 
the year, the survivorsof thesebirths would constitutewhat is 
called a stationary population, becausein such a population 
the numberof personsliving in any given year of agewould 
neverchange.When an mdividualleft an age,whetherby death 
or by growingolder and enteringthe next higher age,his place 
would immediatelybe takenby someoneenteringfrom the next 
lower age.Thus a censustaken at any time in sucha stationary 
communitywould always show the sametotal population and 
the samenumerical distribution of that population amongthe 
various ages. In such a stationary population supportedby 
100,000annualbirths, column 3 showsthe numberof persons 

who eachyear will reachthe birthday that marks the beginning 
of the year of ageindicated in column 1, and column 4 shows 
the number of personswho will die each year in that year of 
age. 

Column5, Lx, showsthe numberof personsin the stationary 
populationin the indicatedyear of age.For example,the figure 
shown in table 3 for the year of age 21-22 is 98,031. This 
meansthat in a stationary population supportedby 100,000 
annualbirths and with proportionsdying at eachagealwaysin 
accordancewith column 2, a censustaken on any date‘would 
show98,031 personsat age21 (that is, betweenexact ages21 
and 22 years). 

Column 6, TX, showsthe total number of personsin the 
stationary population (column 5) in the indicated year of age 
and all subsequentyearsof age.For example,in thestationary 
population of females describedin the precedingparagraph, 
column 6 shows that there would be at any given moment 
5,610,764 personswho had reachedtheir 21st birthday. The 
population at all ages0 and above(in other words, the total 
stationarypopulationof females)would be 7,677,527. 

Column 7-Average remainingltfetime ($-The average 
remaininglifetime (also called expectationof life) at any given 
age is the averagenumber of years remainingto be lived by 
those surviving to that age,on the basis of a given set of age-
specific rates of dying. In order to relate these figures to the 
precedingcolumnsof the life table, it is necessaryto observe 
that the figuresin column5 can alsobe interpretedin termsof a 
single life-table cohort without introducing the concept of a 
stationary population. From this point of view, each figure in 
column 5 representsthe total time in years lived betweenthe 
two indicatedbirthdaysby all thosereachingthe earlierbirthday 
amongthe survivors of a cohort of 100,000 live births. Thus 
the figure 98,031 for femalesin this State in the year of age 
2l-22 is the total numberof yearslived betweentheir 2 1st and 
22d birthdays by the 98,055 (column 3) who reachedthe 21st 
birthday out of the original cohort of 100,000, and the cor­
respondingfigure(5,610,764) in column 6 is the total number 
of yearslived after attainingage21 by the 98,055 reachingthat 
age.This number of years divided by the number of persons 
(5,610,764 divided by 98,055) gives 57.22 as the average 
remaininglifetime at age21 for femalesin this State.
